and recommended by the
Stale, the Village's first plans
were rejected on the grounds
that a bond issue had to be
voted. With the question set-
tled favorably in November
elections, the plans, still
modeled after the State's out-
line, were again rejected, this
time because a primary fre-
quency plan, the type suggest-
ed through the State, was un-
acceptable.

On the authority of the
State Department, $7,200 has
been spent; if bonds cannot be
floated covering the cost, the
$7,200 will fall to taxpayers.

An application for Pots-
dam's Airport has been re-
ceived and is now under Fed-
eral consideration; no pledge
of funds or note of acceptance
has been made thus far. (See
Page 1 Airport Story, and
editorial).

The board was also inform-
ed that the Commerce Depart-
ment is awaiting final pay-
ment on the Village's 10%
share of the Master Plan, the
preliminary step toward Ur-
ban redevelopment. The May-
or and Village Administrator
maintain that the amount
pledged for three years was
consummated in the spring of
1963.

Further discussion, led by
Trustee Murphy, quizzed Mul-
care on several progress re-
ports, side-walk repairs num-
bering first on the list. Mur-
phy accused the Administra-
tor of using a crew hired spe-
cifically on the board's direc-
tive for sidewalks for every
other purpose than sidewalks.
Mulcare countered, admitting
that the crew, working under
foreman LaBrake, had been
used to repair curbing.

Murphy, mentioning that the
summer project — sidewalks
— had not been yet started,
demanded to know when and
where the work would begin.
Repairs at the Agonian soror-
Kv on Pierrepont Avenue is
Hated as the first step, Mul-
care answered, with repairs
to begin Tuesday morning
July 26. Other village side-
walks scheduled for over-haul-
ing include Waverly and Le-
roy Streets.

Trustee Harris, querying on
the Pine Street School, proper-
ty in the process of being turn-
ed over by the School Board
to the Village, asked when the
transaction, voted on two or
three years ago, woulld be
completed.

Insisting that something be
done to insure the actual
transfer, Harris was appoint-
ed Village Board representa-
tive to the next School Board
meeting. The new Trustee also
suggested that Manpower help
be used to rebuild the struc-
ture for next fall.

Pointing out the difficulties
in re-routing traffic during
fires on any of Potsdam's
main arteries, all major high-
ways, Harris suggested that
"Emergency Detour" signs be
placed on corners not covered
by police personnel. No action
was taken.

Citing that one member of
the police department had
been "Acting Sergeant" for
six months, Trustee Harris in-
sisted the officer should be
paid for the job he was doing
rather than collecting only
patrolman's salary. Anderson
pointed out the man was a
"probationary" Sergeant and
thus not entitled to Sergeant's
pay. A motion made and sec-
onded raised Russell Murray
from Probationary to Pro-
visional Sergeant.

Other brief discussions on
the Elm tree blight and paint-
ing of the fire house, closed a
lengthy session.

rating of the appropriation;
(2) placing a maximum on

the Federal dollars going to
any one state plan, the num-
ber of people to be covered by
any one state plan, or the pro-
portion of a state's population
that could be eligible under its
state plan;

(3) specifying that no funds
shall be used to reimburse
medical costs for those fami-
lies whose income exceeds a
certain standard, such as the
average annual earnings of
factory production workers in
that state; or

(4) amending the substan-
tive provisions of Title XIX to
permit deductibles and co-in-
surance on in-hospital care,
variations in benefits between
geographic areas in the same
state, and variations in bene-
fits between eligible groups in
the same state.

Action on the first three
above would require New
York to change its plan in
order to avoid having to bear
the full cost of this program.

ANYSPD, formed in late
May, now represents 2,900 of
New York State's 32,000 prac-
ticing physicians and dentists.

The group which endorses
medicaid for the needy is
operating independent of
others which have denounced
the program as "socialized
medicine."

ANYSPD is not affiliated
with the State Medical So-
ciety which endorsed the New
York State program, although
many rank and file members
of the society belong to the as-
sociation.

Dr. Felderman said the as-
sociation's gravest concern
with the New York plan is
that it is too broad. He ex-
plained:

"It extends the application
of welfare medical treatment
— encompassing all of its
limitations, ranging from the
loss of the patient's freedom
to select his own doctor and
the eroding effects clinic-liki
procedures can have on qual-
ity medical care — to those
whose means are enough to
afford private medical care
through group insurance."

The New York State Police
is now in the process of dis-
tributing more than 10,000
copies of a police manual
which the Division prepared
for the use of municipal and
county full-time police of-
ficers.

The 424-page paperback vol-
ume, which includes also a 22-
page index, is designed as a
guide in virtually all phases
of police work and operations.

Governor Rockefeller, not-
ing in a letter to city and
county officials that a con-
tinuing objective of his Ad-
ministration has been "to
provide the maximum support
possible for our law enforce-
ment agencies in combating
the problem of crime," de-
scribed the manual as both a
"basic text" and "ready re-
ference for all phases of police
work."

State Police Superintendent
Arthur Cornelius, Jr. said the
publication is believed to be
the first police manual of its
type ever prepared by a state
for general distribution .to
local law enforcement of-
ficers.

The manual includes sec-
tions on police administration,
governmental structure, the
maintenance of police records,
report writing, public rela-
tions, court procedures and a
summary of the Penal Laws,
including pertinent case cita-
tions.

In addition it sets forth the
elements of investigative
practice, including methods of
procedure, proof required in
criminal cases, rules of evi-
dence, rights of persons inter-
viewed, how to collect and
protecl evidence and labora-
tory aids. It also deals with
special problems that may
arise in the investigation of
specific crimes such as homi-
cides, arson, rape, larcenies,
burglaries and others.

The manual is being pro-
vided free of charge to chiefs
of police and sheriffs through-
out the state for issuance to
the members of their depart-
ments except for the police
deprjf nents in New York
City, .Buffalo, Nassau and Suf-
folk which have their own
manuals. The manual is being
distributed only through po-
lice department heads and
sheriffs and is not issued to
individuals by the State Po-
lice.

L. Finch discussed "Objec-
tives of Manpower Program
and Need for Coordination of
Training Programs." Gerald
Lumhan, Utica, talked on
"Youth Program in the North
Country"; Wyllys Rudd on
"Positive Recruitment and
Mobility Program"; Carlton
Breseft, manager of the New
York State Employment of-
fice in Ogdensburg discussed
"The Summer Agricultural
Program."

Several St. Lawrence Coun-
ty employers who were pres-
ent at the meeting emphasized
the fact that there is at the
present time no apparent co-
ordination of these Manpower
Development and Training
courses in St. Lawrence Coun-
ty and that an employer who
is interested in participating
in them or in an on-the-job
training p r o g r a m doesn't
know who to talk to or where
to go. It was the consensus of
opinion that all such informa-
tion for employers and all
others interested in the pro-
gram should be available to
the Regional New York State
Employment Offices. Those
present voted that an execu-
tive committee be named by
Mr. Almstead which should be
directed to seek a more effec-
tive coordination of Manpower
Development and Training
courses in St. Lawrence Coun-
ty, and seek to make informa-
tion about them more readily
available to interested train-
ees and employers.

In St. Lawrence County, 36
Practical Nurses have com-
pleted their State sponsored
course and have been licensed
in Ogdensburg. In Potsdam,
28 have completed courses in
automobile mechanics, 18, as
auto body repairmen, 18, as
oil burner repairmen, 38, as
farm equipment repairmen,
16, as household appliance re-
pairmen, 54, as stenographers.

To date 208 trainees have
completed their courses in this
county under State programs.
Of this number, 145 trainees
have secured employment in
training-related jobs within
one week to 12 weeks after
completing training.

Under these State programs
15 are presently enrolled in
automobile mechanic courses
at Potsdam. Proposals have
been submitted for training
82 men and women for the
fiscal year beginning July 1,
1966 to June 30, 1967. This
training would be given in
Massena and Ogdensburg.

Courses to be given in Mas-
sena will be for production
machine operators, automo-
bile m e c h a n i c s , practical
nurses, teachers aides, house-
hold appliance repairmen.

In Ogdensburg 80 trainees
from around the county have
signed up for training for
practical nurses; 105 as nurses
aides or orderlies; 37 as
teachers aides, 25 as automo-
bile mechanics. \

Mr. Almstead suggested
that another meeting be held
in the near future for repre-
sentatives of the State Agen-
cies participating in the pro-
grams and for interested em-
ployers. At this meeting the
executive committee will be
asked to report on how infor-

June sees Milk

Receipts up 49c
The blend price for Order 2

producers in June has been
computed at $4.22 per cwt. . .
up 49c from a year ago and
6c higher than in May '66.
This is equivalent to slightly
less than 10c per quart and
represents an increase of 13%
from last year. The blend
price will be paid for milk
testing 3.5% in 201-210 mile
zone. The butterfat differenti-
al at 6.2c is up 0.2c from last
June.

Total receipts of milk at
Order 2 plants, at 1,082.6 bil-
lion pounds, were down only
1.3% from last June, but de-
liveries per farm per day
jumped by 70 pounds to 989
pounds. The better pasture
conditions in early June ap-
parently caused this year's
seasonal flush to come in
June rather than in May. A
decline of more than 3% had
been anticipated.

3.1%, but Class I sales outside
the marketing area were up
nearly 47%, indicating a con-
tinuing short supply of milk in
smaller markets adjacent to
large metropolitan areas.
Milk used in fluid sales was
priced at $5.12 per cwt. (lie
per quart). This is 52c per
ewt. above a year ago. Class
1 sales represented 41.5% of
the milk pooled compared to
42.2% last June.

The number of shippers to
Order 2 plants declined by
3,321 from June of last year
for a total of' 36,479. The num-
ber of bulk producers increas-
ed by 1,381 and now repre-
sents one-third of the total
number. Bulk tank milk made
up 47.% of the total pool.

Market Administrator Dr.
A. J. Pollard forecasts blend
prices higher than any year
since 1948 for the six month
period July through December
1966, and averaging 66c above
the same period last year.
His predictions: July $4.76;
August $5.09; September
$5.28; October $5.38; Novem-
ber $5.45; December $5.30.
Six month average, $5.21.

The M. A.'s forecast for
Class I prices for the period
July-December '66 indicates
an average Class I price of
$6.02 — the highest in market
order history. July's Class I
price has been set at $5.47, a
record high for that month.

According to Pollard, total
production in Order 2 will
continue to decline at nearly

the same rate as In recent
months and will average
3.2% below the July-December
period of last year.

If the M. A.'s production
and price predictions for the
balance of 1966 are borne out,
the rate of Class 1 utilization
will have to increase by near-
ly 2% for the next six months
and Class III prices will need
to average about $4.16, the
highest level in history. Both
these events may occur as a,
result of the anticipated de-
cline in total production. Ap-
parently Dr. Pollard feels
that the higher blend prices
expected are not sufficient to
stop further losses in producer
numbers and resulting de-
clines in total production.
