History of Education in
Norwood

Part 2
Overcrowded conditions con-

tributed to the erection of a
new brick constructed school
on Prospect Street in Nor-
wood, at a total cost of $15,-
000 including the furnishings.
This school, known as the
"Union Free School, District
No. 1," started classes in
1885. Three courses of instruc-
tion were offered: Classical,
scientific, and general. The
tuition varied, depending upon
the department in which a
student was enrolled. Costs
per term were: primary de-
partment $3., junior depart-
ment $4., senior department
$5., academic department —
Common English $6., acade-
mic department, Higher En-
glish and Languages $7.
There were at least two terms
— a winter term of 16 weeks
from December 7 to April 2nd
and a spring term of 12
weeks from April 12 until July
2nd. The school offered facili-
ties for students preparing to
become teachers and it was
expected that a special teach-
ers' class would be formed as
soon as arrangements could
be made. Music was taught in
all departments by a specially
trained teacher. The first
graduating class, in 1888, con-
sisted of six girls and four
boys.

According to the Minutes
Books of the Union Free
School, District No. 1, dated
from July 1886 until August
1924, the following informa-
tion was recorded:
. Requirements (for the year
1899) for pupils passing from
the senior (8th grade) to the
academic department are that
they shall have passed in two
preliminary subjects, other

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than reading and writing;

In 1900, in one of the
month's recorded minutes
taken from the Minutes Book,
referred to in the last para-
graph, it was recommended
"— that the Barns Arithmetic
be changed for Atwood's book
in the 7th and 8th grades and
for the other grades Milne's
Standard Arithmetic." A mo-
tion was made and passed
later that year that the lower
grades arithmetic would also
be changed to Atwood's book.
In American History, the
Barns book was replaced by
Montgomery's American His-
tory.

In 1904-5 three courses of
study were offered: Classical,
Latin scientific, and English,
each of which entitled a stu-
dent to both a Regents Acade-
mic Diploma and a diploma
from the high school. Rhetori-
cal work was also required of
each student. By 1918 two new
courses of study were added
to the original three: a com-
mercial course and a domes-
tic science course.

the back Norwood-Potsdam
Road was one of the 17 school
districts which, twenty years
later, was to form a part of
the Norwood-Norfolk Central
School System. This District
No. 12 schoolhouse consisted
of one room, heated by a
"pot-bellied" stove. It was at-
tended by pupils in grades 1-8,
who were taught by a Pots-
dam Normal Instructor who
had had two years of teacher
training. The students' text-
books consisted of History,
Psychology, Arithmetic, Spell-
ing, Reading, English, and
Basic Geography.

By 1948 both Norwood and
Norfolk Union Free School
Districts respectively wanted
a centralized school district.
Upon each district's filing ap-
plication for same, a survey
was made by the Commission-
er of Education at Albany
which resulted in the recom-
mendation of only one cen-
tralized school district, due to
the geographical compactness
of the area. Therefore, after
many conferences between
the Norwood and Norfolk
Boards of Education; the Dis-
trict Superintendent of the
two schools, Mrs. Melissa N.
Carroll and Mr. C. B. Olds;
and the Supervising Princi-
pals, Mr. R. W. Hann and
Mr. F. W. Kelly, application
was made for centralizing,

tween the two communities of
Norwood and Norfolk. Both
Mr. Kelly and Mr. Hann had
been principal of their re-
spective school districts for
some length of time, and to
avoid complications, it was
decided between the two Prin-
cipals that one would accept
the position of Supervising
Principal and the other would
be the Vice-Principal and
Guidance Director.

ahead of time and certain
commitments were made by
each Board of Education
which did much to avoid any
later dissensions. This was
evidenced in the early agree-
ment to have two Board mem-
bers elected from Norwood
Union Free District, two from
Norfolk Union Free District,
one from the village of Ray-
mondville, and four from the
surrounding rural area for
equal representation.

After the election of the
nine Board Members of the
new centralized system, the
next, step was the acquisition
of a site for the Junior-Senior
High School building, and in
keeping »with the "Gentle-
mens agreement", a site was
selected half-way between the
villages of Norwood and Nor-

folk. The new building opened
ir. February 1953, for grades
7-12, with a student enroll-
ment of 517, and a faculty
comprised of 33 members.
Opportunities were now offer-
ed to the students of this cen-
tralized disfrict for a more
extensive curriculum in art,
science, music, home econo-
mics, shop and better library
and health facilities than they
had formerly experienced in
their limited district schools.

At this time, February 1953,
the total enrollment for the en-
tire centralized district was
1456 students, with 51 faculty
members in attendance.
Today, in 1966, these figures
are: students 1786 and 86
faculty members. New trends
in Education in Norwood —
next week.
