Students in driver education
classes at Potsdam Central
School will be using a 12-unit
Driving Simulator this year.
The unit was delivered yester-
day and is being installed to-
day.

The simulator, made by
Link-Trainer, will be rented

, by the school through the
Board of Cooperative Services,
according to the announce-
ment made by Superintendent
of Schools A. A. Kingston at
Monday night's Board of Edu-
cation meeting.

Potsdam Central School has
had a problem this summer
seeking a second teacher for
the driver education course,
Kingston pointed out, and the
simulator will fill the need for
the instructor.

The trailer-type unit will be
set up behind the Jr.-Sr.. High
School building and can be
used by school bus drivers in
addition to the students. Also,
Kingston explained, the simu-
lator can offer experience in
night driving. State law re-
quires that actual driving take

,, place only before 5 p.m. for
students in driver education
classes.

The members of the School
Board appeared to be pleased
with the idea of renting this
unit for a year. Kingston
pointed out that the first
year's rental fee of $6,300
could be applied as a down
payment on the total cost of
the $27,500 machine.
