the doctorate began at $14,160
this, year—$2,440 higher than
the average beginning salary
in 1966 for those with the same
degree.

A survey of the employment
status of students who left
Clarkson College of Technol-
ogy in June with bachelor's
degrees reveals that the aver-
age graduate received a start-
ing annual salary of $8.338—
$718 more than the previous
year’s average graduate.

According to a report is-
sued recently by F.A. Rams-
dell, Clarkson's director of
placement, 1967 graluates with
bachelor’s degrees were hired
for from $354 to $1,100 more
than their 1966 counterparts.
Ramsdell compiled his report
from questionnaires received
from 311 of 330 June gradu-
ates.

The college placement di-
rector noted that 26.7 percent
of the class of 1967 has gone
on to graduate school and that
another 6.4 percent has enter-
ed the military service. The
number of graduates in the
average salary survey totaled
202 (612 percent), leaving
5.7 percent of the class un-
accounted for.

The greatest increase for
graduates of any one major
field of study was in physics
where the average starting
pay jumped from $8415 to
$9,529 in a year's time. Clark-
son graduates in industrial
management were hired in
June for an average $8.201—
a $941 increase over the pre-
vious vear’'s beginning wage.
Engineering graduates--chem-
ical, civil, electrical and mech-
anical engineers—started at

an overall average of $8,444,
an increase of $569 per man.
Of the four areas of study,
mechanical engineers com-
manded the greatest average
increase, $680 per graduate
over the 1966 rate.

The class of 1967 high salary
for an individual with a bach-
elor’s degree was awarded to
an industrial distribution grad-
uate whose starting pay was
$9,700. His fellow graduates
of the program in June are
earning $8,300 on the average.
