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Norwood’s School Tax Climbs Despite Previous Forecast

Tells
Why

In an effort to answer in
quiries of the taxpayers of
the Norwood-Norfolk Central
School District who are faced

-~ with a 1067 68 {ax rate of
$36.09 per thousand of assess
ed valuation and a school bud
get of $1,949,000 instead of the
expected continuance of the
1967 tax rate of $31,931, the
Board of Education of the Dis
trict has issued the following
statement.

“There are areas in all
school budgets where a Board
of Education finds that ex
penditures are rather rigid,
In this category we find the
item of salaries. Higher sal
aries are needed to attract
capahble persomel. In the
case of the Norwood-Norfolk
Central School budget, we
find that {fotal salaries and
fringe benefits have risen ap-
proximately $110,000 compared
with last year. State aid
amounts to approximately $92,
500, leaving $17,500 to be raised
locally. The entire amount of
the above items totals $1,146,
000 or about 59 percent of the
total budget.

“The second large item on
any school budget is the item
of bonds and interest for build-
ings. Total payments in this
area amount fo $502,000. Of
this amount, $365,000, the first
half of two cash payments,
-has been appropriated to pay
for the new additions. This
amounts to 26 percent of the
total budget.

“The next items are trans-
portation and utilities. These
total $93,000 and amount to
five percent of the tfotal bud-
get.

“Therefore, 90 percent of the
total budget is accounted for
-in these four catagories leav-
ing 10 percent for all other
items that are needed to run
a school district, -

“The tax rate this year in
the Norwood-Norfolk Central
School Distriet is the lowest
tax rate for any school, as
far as can be determined, in
Northern New York. It is the
minimum rate established by
the State Aid Formula, with-
out having a penalty deduc-
tion because of lack of local
efforf. The expansion of the
Vocational School, the Iocal
school program, the suppirt
of good salaries, and the keep-
ing abreast of the times with
modern buildings and equip-
ment makes a school budget
a document of intent. It is the
Board of Education’s intention
to have the lowest tax rate
supporting a strong education
al program and housed in a
good school plant.”

William A, Harf, principal
of the Seaway Area Techno-
logy Center, and Mr. Becker
from the office of Sargent,
Webster, Crenshaw and Fol-
ley, architects, appeared at
the Sept. 12 meeting of the
Norwood Village Board. They
inquired if it would be pos-
sible for the village to take
care of the water and sew-
age problems of the propos-
ed vocational center which
would be consiructed by the
Board of Cooperative Educa-
tional Services of District 2
about 1800 feet south of the
Norwood village line on Route
56 on the former Briggs farm.

The- center would require
an estimated 5,000 gallons
daily. The New VYork Stote
Education Department re-
quirements call for water on
instantaneous demand at the

rate of 1200 gallons per min-
ute at 20 pounds pressure.

Mayor [Francis McNulty
stressed the fact that at the
present time the board could
not give any estimate of the
cost to the school since the
village sewer tax rate have not
been established.

The village trustees agreed
that the school could tie into
the village lines but the
school lines must be run to
the village and providing all
legal and financial aspects
were favorable to both par-
ties.

Joseph Tisdel, consulting
engineer with Aikens and Tis-
del Associates, Canton, was
present and stated that the
village and sewer system
could easily handle the addi-
tional load.

Norwood Man, George F. Molnar

George F. Molnar of Nor-
wood was honored for his
many years of dedicated
work in the field of conser-
vation at the 20th Anniver-
sary Dinner of the Forest
Practice Program Thursday

at the Masonic Hall in Can--

ton.

Henry U, Taylor of Mas-
sena, chairman of the For-
est Practice Board of Forest
District 7, presented a cer-
tificate of merit to Molnar
for his enthusiasm and intel-
ligent management of his for-
est plantation. He said Mol-
nar “stands as an excellent
example for  conservation
minded people throughout
Northern New York.

Dr. Sam Molnar, a profes-
sor at the State University
College at Potsdam and one
of three sons of the recipient,
spoke briefly about his father
and .indicated the high esteem
his family had for the plan-
tation and their efforts over
the years on behalf of the
trees. ‘

As early as 1926, Molnar
and his three sons hegan re-
foresting a portion of the

farm that, because of the
lightness of the soil, had be-
gun turning into “blow sand.”
In those early days brush
was carried by hand to make
windrows, in order to protect
the small seedlings from blow-
ing sand.

There followed two thinning
projects during the 1950s and
early 60s, and a pruning pro-
ject later in the 60s. This
work the family undertook in
order to maintain and prop-
erly develop the growth for
future value of the trees.

Fires from a nearby dump
threatened the plantation on
a number of occasions and
one time destroyed a portion
which was later replanted.

H. N. Bradford district
director of the Canton Con-
servation Department office
traced the history of the For-
est Practice Program in St.
Lawrence County. He also in-
troduced the three foresters
Frank Bassett, Charles Nevin,
and Lee Pennock who work
under the program with land-
owners who request assist-
ance.
