Dr. French to Leave for Pakistan

Canton—The Board of Trus-
tees of the State University of
New York has granted a 20-
month leave of ahsence to Dr.
Albert E. French, president of

Technical Education Program
under the Ford Foundation
spansorship.

During this period he will
serve as an advisor in Tech-
nical Education in the Direc-
torate of Technical Education
in East Pakistan. This is the
same project that Dr. French
served on from July 1961 to
December 1962. At that time,
he was Field Director of the,
project and advisor in Tech-
nical Education to the govern-
ment of Pakistan.

The Oklahoma Technical Ed-
ucation project is the oldest
project of its type in the
world. It was started 15 years
ago when Ford Foundation
decided to sponsor Polytechnic
Institutes in Karachi and Ra-
walpindi in West Pakistan, and
Dacca, Bast Pakistan.

Construction Starts on Science Building

Construction has started on

a second science building at
the State University College
at Poisdam.

The Gouverneur firm of Per-
fetto and Whelan is general
contractor, with H.H. and F.
E. Bean, Inc., Nedrow. serv-
ing as mechanical subcontrac.
tor for heating, ventilating
and plumbing, and T.H. Green
Electric Co., Rochester, hold-
ing the electrical subcontract.

Designed by the Brooklyn
architectural firm of Merz and
Pasanella, the two-story build-
ing will provide increased fa-
cilities for Potsdam’s expand-
ing science major program.
Expected to be ready for use
by the fall semester of 1969,
the building will be located to
the rear of Stowell Hall-—the
college’s existing science faci-
lity. which was compleled in

When the new structure is
completed it will provide class-
room and laboratory facilities
for undergraduate and gradu-
até instruction and faculty and
student research in physies
geology, geo-chemistty and

earth science. Included will be
a well-equipped minerology,
petrology and sedimentation
laboratory, and a nuclear stud-
jes area with a neutron gen-
erator unit. Adjacent: to the
neutron generator will be study

areas for nuclear physics, sol-
id state physics, spectroscopy
and microwaves, as well as
radio chemistry and radiation
biology. Offices for Potsdam’s
physics and geology faculty
will also be located in the

new building.

The building will be con-
nected to Stowell Hall by an
underground tunnel that will
enable internal passage be-
tween the two structures.
