2 cups sliced onion's
Vi cup butter or margarine
2 cans consomme (10% oz.

each)
Vt cup water
1/8 teaspoon dry mustard
2 tablespoons sherry, if de-

sired
1. Place the onions and the

fat in a tightly covered sauce-
pan and cook over low heat
until the onions are soft, about
10 minutes.

2. Add the consomme and
the water to the mixture. Also
add the mustard.

3. Simmer for about 10 min-
utes. Add the sherry at serv-
ing time.

4. In each individual bowl,
place a slice of toasted bread
Ladle the soup over the toast
and sprinkle generously with
grated Parmesan cheese.
