nues, would receive $371.5
additional welfare expendit-
ures.

Now the convention has
neither the intention nor the
necessary revenues. It should
certainly not mandate such
decisions on us in the lgis-
lature. It should properly de-
fer to the legislature, which
will report in October on a
seven month study of wel-
fare administration.

As a newspaper editorial
said a week or so ago. 'noble
sentiments and the drafting
of pie-in-the-sky constitution-
al articles are no substitutes
for a sense of values keyed
to the state's most urgent
needs."

And, I would add, because
the Constitutional Convention
does not have the responsi-
bility to impose new taxes,
it must weigh with unusual
care the fiscal implications of
every action, particularly the
"something-for-nothing, some-

. thing-for-everyone" proposals
advanced by the convention
president.

The difference between a
polititian and a statesman,
you know, is that the poli-
tician thinks in terms of the
next election while the states-
man thinks about the next
generation.

We must all be vigilant and
be aware of the many items
in the proposed constitution
which would possibly go so
far as to jeopardize our way
of life by instituting gallop-
ing socalism for normalcy.
