Three Attend WWI Reunion
Hubert J. McLaughlin, Nor-

wood, Bun Purvis ana William
Salisbury, Norfolk were among
the 19 members of the Com-
pany " D " Veterans Associa-
tion who attended the annual
reunion of the famous WW I
fighting unit held in Ogdens-
burg last Saturday evening.

Eight wives or widows and
two sons were among the
guests For the past 48 years
it has been the custom to
hold the gathering on the Sat-
urday nearest Sept. 29 to com-
memorate the breaking of the
Hindenburg Line on Sept. 29,
1918.

McLaughlin Is past presi-
dent of the Company " D "
Veterans Association.

Company D was first called
into Federal service in the
spring of 1926 and saw duty
on the Mexican border. The
following spring saw several
detachments of the Company
assigned to a special service
and on July 19, 1917, the
members were again muster-
ed into Federal service under
Capt. Clark A. Briggs of Og-

densburg. The late Dr. Harry
J. Wrothing was commissioned
first lieutenant In me Medical
Corps of the Company.

Company D received a roy-
al send-off Aug. 18, 1917. when
they left Ogdensrourg for Van
Cortland Park, N. Y. Busi-
ness men closed their shops
from 11 a.m. until 2 p.m.,
church bells were rung and
whistles sounded in salute to
the departing volunteers.

More than 10,000 persons
lined the streets of the Maple
City and a purse of $1,000 was
raised and presented to Capt.
Briggs to be used for the bene-
fit of the company.

Company D was assigned to
the 107th Infantry, a unit of
the 27th Division. The 107th
was to be cited for bravery
by the British and were re-
ceived by the King and Queen
of England and were inspect-
ed by the famous Gen. John
(Black Jack) Pershing.

The 107th participated in
some of the most intensive
fighting of the W WI, including
the great battle around Cam-
brai late in Sept. 1918. They
were immediately moved to

Roissoy and the front line
facing the Hindenburg Line
on Sept, 28, 1918, moving un-
der constant shell fire.

The following day they "went
over the top" between Rois-
oy and Roiselle and on straight
through the invincible Hinden-
burg Line, receiving about 60
percent casualties. The regi-
ment was in constant action
in this section for a month,
despite the fact they had been
in the front lines at St. Laur-
ent and LeCaflet the previous
month.

Oct. 18. 1918, saw the outfit
at Souplet where they attack-
ed four times in three days
and during the last 20 days
of the conflict drove the Ger-
man army about 20 miles,
and according to official count,
captured two men for every
man engaged and killing five
Germans for every man lost.
At the time of the Armistice
Nov. 11, 1918, they had been
moved to Geisy, six miles east
of Amiens.

The gallant Company D left
France Feb. 25, 1919, for home
aboard the transport Leviathan
and arrived in New York Mar.

7, 1919. It was a triumphant
home coming and on March
25 they were given a reception
and welcome home parade in
New York with millions cheer-
ing along the five-mile line of
march.

The company then proceed-
ed to Camp Upton where they
were mustered out on April
2, 1919. When they arrived in
Ogdensburg they were greeted
by one of the largest crowds
that ever assembled in that
city and were escorted to the
Armory for a sumptuous
breakfast.

Later a mammoth parade
was staged with bands from
Ogdensburg, Potsdam, Mas-
sena, Depeyster, and Hamm
participating. A grand mili-
tary ball was held on April
9, 1919, after which the com-
rades settled down to the rou-
tine of daily living. •

Capt. Briggs, now 98 years
old, resides in Sacremento,
Calif., and for the past few
years has been unable to at-
tend the reunion, but always
remembers his old comrades
in arms with a message of
greetings.

Richard H. Murphy, GOP
candidate for supervisor of
the town of Potsdam, promis-
ed that he would faithfully
attend all sessions of the
County Board of Supervisors
and meetings of any commit-
tees to which he may be
named, plus giving full atten-
tion to the business and duties
of the township, if he wins
election on Nov. 7. as he spoke
to (he Norwood Republican
Women's Club last week.

"You will hear the comment
that I am too busy with other
things to handle the job of
supervisor, but I remind you
that it's always the busy people
who get things done." he as-
serted. " I t 's an often quoted
maxim that, if you want a
job accomplished, you ask a
busy person Those who are-
n't busy seldom do anything."

Murphy, who is a newcomer
to town politics although he
has served for six years as a
Potsdam Village Trustee, out-
lined some of his ideas in re-
gard to the supervisor's posi-
tion, beginning with the asser-
tion that he plans to utilize
the talents and energies of the
entire Board (of the town) if
he is elected. " I do not plan
to run a one-man Board. I
would expect the various mem-
bers to assume committee re-
sponsibilities and perform cer-
tain functions," he stated.

He said he believes there
is a need for more direct lines
of communication and con-
tact with the general public.
He has promised that he will
definitely set aside a specific

evening each month, when ci-
tizens might meet with him,
air grieveances, ask for ex-
planations and, in general,
"clear the air."

The same plan would be
followed with town employees
he said, pointing out that
many times there may be
problems, gripes or questions
which are difficult to discuss
in a group. The petitioners
might well prefer to see the
supervisor alone, yet they are
reluctant to impose upon his
hours at home or in his busi-
ness place. "Every citizen has
a right to be heard and to be
listened to. Sometimes you
would be surprised at the
ideas and contributions to ef-
ficiency made by an employee
or a citizen if you can assure
him of a welcome," Murphy
explained.

While on the subject of em-
ployees, the candidate mention-
ed that he would give priority
to rapid consideration of the
wages paid to town employees.
"I t is my understanding." he
noted, " that wages of town
employees are somewhat less
than equitable- "These should
be adjusted to meet the cost
of living needs, etc.
"I follow the rule my dad
taught me in business if you
can't hire a man and pay him
enough so he can walk down
the street with dignity, i t 's
better not hire him at all,

" I have always fought for
reasonable wages for village
employees and I would follow
the same line with town ef-
ployees."
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In response to questions
about roads, Murphy noted

-that transportation and high-
ways are undeniably of major
importance in our 20th century
mode of life. "I believe serious
consideration should be given
to the return of the Cemetery
Road to the town, from Route
56 to the Norwood village line
at Riverside Cemetery, with-
in the incorporated Village of
Norwood.

"The remainder of the road
(the township portion) has
been paved as far as the sub-
base is in. The town is in the
road building business; it has
the manpower and equipment
and materials to do the job,
whereas it might not be as
practical for the village, to
pave.

"Of course, the Village of
Norwood would have to re-
linquish incorporation' rights.
But I would certainly be open
to discussion with Norwood
village officials on the sub-
ject."

The candidate also said that
he would advocate immediate
construction of the Hewittville
Road, due to the fact that the
interchange may come through
here possibly next year.

The Back Hannawa Road
should be studied again, be-
lieves Murphy, to determine
flow of traffic, feasibility etc.,
the same as is done by the
state and county before road
building is undertaken. v

"First there should be a
