Although the 
style could be called'ptiotb-rea'fism, I do 
not consider myself a photo realist. I use 
photographs only as a reference and 

with the mechanica l process of 
duplicating photographic images on 
canvas ,"Morrow a s s e r t s . "Fi f ty to 
seventy-five hours of time is the 
requirement of each canvas," he added. 
Morrow resides on Patterson Street, in 
Ogdensburg. The majority of the 
paintings are for sale.

Congressman Robert C. McEwen, 
R-N.Y., said today arrangements have 
been completed for public forums in 
Alexandria Bay and Ogdensburg on 
Thursday and Friday during which 
Federal officials will be available to 
hear public testimony concerning the 
cleanup of the St. Lawrence River 
following a major oil spill on June 23. 

Forums will be held at Convention 
Hall, Alexandria Bay, on Thursday and 
at the City Hall, Ogdensburg on Friday. 
Both sessions will begin at 1 p.m. 

The Congressman said Rear Admiral 
Anthony F. Fugaro, Chief of the Coast 
Guard's Office of Marine Environment 
and Systems, will preside at both 
forums. The Admiral is also Chief of the 
Federal government's National 
Response Team which coordinates 
cleanup efforts following major oil 
spills. 

Representat ives of several other 
Federal agencies and departments have 
been invited to participate and hear the 
views of Northern New Yorkers who 
were affected by the St. Lawrence River 
oil spill. 

The Federal officials will spend 
Thursday and Friday mornings making 
on-site inspections of the cleanup, both 
by air and water. 

The Congressman said all interested 
parties are invited to voice their 
comments at the forums which he 
arranged "so that every aspect of the 
situation resulting from the oil spill can 
be heard."
