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USDA sets new loan terms

The United States Department of
Agriculture (ASDA) announced it is
changing the Farm Facility Loan
repayment period from the current five
years up to maximum of eight years.
The department feels that lengthening
the repayment peried and increasing the
number of annual installments will help
lessen the case flow problems of far-
mers obtaining loans.

According to department spokesmen,
a longer repayment period is needed
because of recent changes in the
rogram which increased the maximum
oan amount from $25000 to $50,000
allowed storage needs to be based on two
years’ production rather than one and

decreased farmers’ required down
payments from 30 percent to 15 percent
of the cost of structures and equipment.
The effect of these changes will be to
substantially increase the size of the
average loan.

By increasing the number of in-
stallment payments to seven years from
four, previously, each installment
payment will be smaller, thus allowing
farmers more flexibility and lessening
the possibility of delinquent loans, ac-
Lcording to the department,

The Farm Facility Loan Program is
administered by the Agricultural
Stabilization and Conservation Service
(ASCS) through its county offices.
