Brzana of the Roman Catholic Diocese 
of Ogdensburg issued the following 
statement upon hearing of the death of 
Pope Paul VI on Sunday: 

"I was shocked and deeply saddened 
to learn of the death of Pope Paul VI on 
Sunday afternoon. Only last April, I had 
visited the Pope on the occasion of my 
ad limlna visit to Rome to report to him 
on the state of the Diocese of Ogden­
sburg. I found His Holiness, the Pope, to 
be alert and vigorous for a man of 80 
years.

during his 15-year pontificate as the 
successor of St. Peter as the Head of the 
Apostles. Pope Paul will be remem­
bered for succeeding Pope John XXIII 
during the Second Vatican Council and 
bringing the Council to its successful 
conclusion and promulgating its 
decreases which have affected the life 
and practices of the Church in man.' 
areas such as ecumenism, liturgy, 
social reform, while remaining true to 
its age old principles. 

"In the years since the Council, Pope 
Paul placed great emphasis on the 
collegiality of Bishops in ruling the 
entire Church, the principle of sub­
sidiarity or decentralization which gives 
more authority to local churches, the 
establishing of the Synod of Bishops 
which has met in Rome every two years 
to advise the Pope, and on the reform of 
the social order to bring the good things 
of God's creation and the freedom of 
God's children to people throughout the 
world. ' 

"Most of all, Pope Paul will be 
remembered as the Pope of Peace. As a 
pilgrim, he travelled 70,000 miles during 
the early years of his pontificate in a 
quest for peace. He was the first Pope to 
visit the Americans when he came to 
New York City to offer Mass for Peace 
at Yankee Stadium in 1965. Many of his 
addresses and letters were impassioned 
pleas for peace throughout the world. 
Perhaps, his most dramatic words were 
"War, never, never again." The 
greatest tribute that the world can 
establish to his Pope of Peace and 
Justice is a world where all nations and 
peoples live together in a just world at 
peace with each other and with their 
Creator. 

"Pope Paul was a sensitive man, a 
very spiritual man, who guided the 
Church during many troublesome years 
when turmoil and violence have often 
engulfed the world and even affected the 
Church. We give thanks to God for 
having given us this saintly Pope during 
these past 15 years. We pray that God 
may give him that peace which he 
sought so earnestly on earth with the 
words, 'enter into thy eternal reward, 
thou good and faithful servant.' I am 
asking each church in the Diocese of 
Ogdensburg to offer special prayers, at 
all Masses this week for the repose of the 
soul of Pope Paul VI and to celebrate a 
Mass next Sunday for the repose of his 
soul with appropriate prayers and 
homily. 

"Pope made the College of Cardinals 
truly representative of the entire 
Church, appointing new Cardinals from 
countries throughout the world. At this 
time, we should pray fo the Church 
during this time of transition, that the 
Holy Sprit may guide the Cardinals 
when they meet in Rome to elect a new 
Pope, the successor of St. Peter."

Injured Youth Said Stable
