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Steel Arrives For The 
New Olympic Fieldhouse

LAKE PLACID-The first giant steel 
truss for the Olympic Fieldhouse at 
Lake Placid arrived last Wednesday 
morning so that construction work could 
continue on the sports facility. 

Ramon Lopez, project general 
manager for Gilbane Building Com­
pany, said the truss was 21 feet, four 
inches wide and 85 feet long. The beam 
was transported by tractor trailer from 
Williamsport, Pa. on Tuesday morning 
along Pennsylvania highway and the 
New York State Northway. 

It is the first of 11 pieces which are 
being fabricated under a contract with 
Triangle Steel, Inc. of Ithaca. 

Lopez said the truss, a vertical 
column, was assembled by Williamsport 
Fabricators, Inc. of Williamsport, Pa. 
Several sections of the hori ontal trusses 
and additional vertical trusses were to 
be shipped to Lake Placid over the next 
10 davs. 

Over 100 construction workers will be 
working on the fieldhouse this fall, 
Lopez said. Structural steel work is 
expected to be completed by mid-
October on the building which will be 
used for the 1980 Olympic Winter 
Games.

McEwen Files 
9,100 Petitions 

WASHINGTON- Rep. Robert C. 
McEwen, incumbent Republican 
Congressman from this district, has 
filed with the New York State Board of 
Elections 608 pages of petitions con­
taining more than 9,100 signatures of 
renrolled Republican voters supporting 
his candidacy for election to an eighth 
term in the U.S. House of Represen­
tatives. 

In addition, the Congressman has 
accepted the endorsement of the New 
York State Conservative Party which' 
had circulated petitions supporting his 
candidacy. 

The Congressman's name will appear 
on both the Republican and Con­
servative Party lines on the November 
ballot, as it did in 1976. Rep. McEwen 
was unopposed for the designations of 
the two parties in the 30th Congressional 
District. ' 

The Congressman received 55.7 
percent of the total vote in 1976. 

The 30th Congressional District en­
compasses Clinton, Essex (except the 
Town of Minerva), Franklin, Jefferson, 
Lewis, Oswego (except the Towns of 
Granby and Hannibal) and St. Lawrence 
Counties. 

CETA Seeks 
Youth Projects 

CANTON- The St. Lawrence County 
Employment and Training Department 
is seeking requests for group projects 
for young people, ages 16-21, under the 
Youth Conservation and Community 
Improvement Projects, funding Title III 
of the Comprehensive Employment and 
Training Act (CETA), according to' 
Carlton Doane, director. 

Any public or private non-profit 
agency is eligible to apply, Priority, 
however, will Be given to those requests 
which offer the greatest variety of work 
situations or have the best opportunity 
for young people to learn new skills. All 
projects must begin and end between 
Oct. 1, 1978 and Sept. 30, 1979. 

A typical project funded through the 
CETA programs will have a crew of five 
youths and a crew leader. Equipment 
will be provided by the agency. Past 
protects have included fire mapping, 
park and recreation area improvement 
and renovation, development of canoe 
routes and ski trails, publications of a 
newsletter, and" operation of an in­
formation bureau. The County is an­
ticipating a grant of $63,300; sufficient to 
operate five or six separate projects. An 
acceptable project may be one large 
task or a set of small, separate projects 
within a community area.

Carey Announces 

Flouride Rinse Program 
ALBANY- Governor Hugh L. Carey 

has announced the start in September of 
a voluntary fluoride mouth rinse 
program aimed at reduction of tooth 
decay among more than 250,000 school 
children in areas of the state lacking 
fluoridation of community water sup­
plies. 

The campaign, he said, will be 
conducted by the State Health Depart­
ment's Bureau of Dental Health, in 
cooperation with the State Education 
Department, in an as-yet-unspecified 
number of schools with students who 
come from lower income families. 

The Dental Health Bureau will 
provide developmental assistance to 
schools in other non-fluoridated areas 
capable of subsidizing their own 
programs. 

Requiring parental consent for 
student participation, the program 
carries out Governor Carey's proposal, ] 
in his State of the Health Message to the 
Legislature last February, for initiation 
of a once-a-week fluoride mouth rinse 
program in schools, pending fluoride 
treatment of community water supplies. 

Carey cited the recent release of a 
study by the National Institute of Dental 
Research which he said "reported 
significant reductions in cavities among 
75,000 elementary school students in 17 
communities across the nation-includ­
ing three in New York State-which are 
participating in such a program." 

Nationally, about four million children 
are participating in fluoride mouth rinse 
programs.

Construction was delayed because of 
the bankruptcy of a steel fabricating 
company. "Now this will let us move 
towards our scheduled June competion 
date," Lopez said. The erection of the 
trusses will start as soon as the 
remaining truckloads of steel arrive. 

The fieldhouse will include a United 
States regulation-sized ice rink and an 
international-regulation-sized sheet. 
There is seating in the fieldhouse for 
8,000 persons. The new structure will be 
connected to the existing Olympic Arena 
which was constructed for the 1932 
Olympic Winter Games.
