Betty Bradley, President of the 

Central New York Health Systems' 
Agency, announced appointment of the 
St. Lawrence County Acute Care Study 
Committee at the Feb. 15 meeting of the 
CNYHSA Board of Directors. The 
special committee has bden formed to 
undertake an eight month study in­
volving the five hospitals in St. 
Lawrence County. The five hospitals are 
A. Barton Hepburn Hospital in 
Ogdensburg, Canton-Potsdam Hospital 
in Potsdam, Clifton-Fine Hospital in 
Star Lake, E.J. Noble Hospital in 
Gouverneur and Massena Memorial 
Hospital in Massena. Membership of 
the Acute Care Study Committee in­
cludes two board and one medical staff 
representative from each of the five 
hospitals along with non-hospital 
volunteers from within and from outside 
the county. 

This unique cooperative planning 
effort will study acute care needs and 
the potential for coordination and 
sharing of services among the five 
hospitals. The Acute Care Study 
Committee will determine the five 
hospitals' primary and secondary care 
service areas and examine the 
hospitals' past, present and projected 
future utilization patterns. The com­
mittee also will examine the problem of 
physician shortages and recruitment 
problems: as well as past,- present and 
future population, facility and service 
characteristics of the participating 
hospitals to determine how they relate to 
each other. It is anticipated the ex­
ploratory study will discover and 
strengthen opportunities for cooperation 

and coordination of acute health care 
services in St. Lawrence County.
