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Bishop Supports After-Olympics Use Of Housing As Federal Prison 
Less than a week after 62 clergymen 

from the North Country publicly 
expressed their opposition to the 
so-called "Olympic prison" being con­
structed near Lake Placid, the bishop of 
the Roman Catholic Diocese of Ogdens-
brug has thrown his public support 
behind the housing project. 

Bishop Stanislaus J. Brzana, in a 
nine-page document released last week, 
said that he supports the construction of 
housing for the 1980 winter Olympians in 
ay Brook near Lake Placid, and the plan 
to turn that housing into a medium 
security prison after the Olympics are 
over. 

The bishop's statement has been, 
unanimoulsv endorsed by the Senate of 
Priests of the Diocese of Ogdensburg, if 
was noted in the prepared release. 

However, Roman Catholic priest 
William J. Argy of Potsdam was one of 
the 62 clergy who had signed the earlier 
document of opposition to the plan. 

Opposition has centered on a number 
of issues, chief among them the fact that 
the prison will be located some 300 miles 
from New York City, the home of the 
majority of inmates who would be 
incarcerated there. It would be costly 
and difficult for the inmates' families to 
visit them at the Adirondack facility, 
according to those who oppose the 
prison. 

The medium-security correctional 
facility would be for youthful offenders 
and young adults. 

Bishop Brzana said in his statement, 
"After mature consideration of the 
entire question, of opinions on both 
sides, and of all the circumstances, I am 
convinced that the Ray Brook project is 
well planned. It is over 60 percent 
completed. It deserves our support." 

He noted, "The Lake Placid Olympic 
Organizing Committee (LPOOC) and 
the people of the area, including the 
clergy, are in favor of the plan." 

The International Olympic Committee 
requires that there be a certain amount 
of security to protect athletes during the 
Games. The type of security needed is 
similar to that required for a medium-
security detention facility. Cost is 
estimated at $22 million. 

The bishop traces the history of the 
issue. "Congressman (Robert C.) Mc-
Ewen learned that the federal Bureau of 
Prisons (BOP), in order to relieve 
overcrowding, was seeking a place to 
build an institution for youthful offend­
ers and young adults in the Northeast 
Region. The Bureau had investigated 47 
sites in the region and found that none 
were suitable, because local people were 
opposed, or because land requirements 
were not met. It was discovered that the 
security requirements for the Olympic 
Village coincided with the requirements 
of a medium-security institution. After 
studying the site for over six months, 
BOP decided that Ray Brook would be a 
suitable location for a federal correc­
tional facility. Although there were 
some varying opinions, the idea was 
accepted by the local community." 

The bishop's statement continues, 
"The office of Mr. McEwen reports: 'It 
has been alleged that the decision to 
convert the Ray Brook facility to a 
correctional institution was made 
secretly and that normal Congressional 
procedures were circumvented. This 
allegation is absolutely false." 

"After the games the Olympic 
Village at Ray Brook will be converted 
to a federal medium-security correc­

tional facility for 500 male, youthful 
offenders and young adults, who will 
thus be separated from older offen­
ders." 

Location 
On the subject of the location, Bishop 

Brzana says, "Although the federal Ray 
Brook facility is expected to draw 
inmates mostly from the New England 
and the New York State area, it will in 
reality serve the entire Northeast 

Region which also includes New Jersey, 
Pennsylvania, Delaware and Maryland. 
Not only New York City, but other cities 
must also be considered, e.g. Boston, 
Providence, Trenton, Philadelphia, 
Baltimore, Wilmington, Pittsburg, Buf­
falo, etc. At present the closest federal 
facilities for young adult offenders of the 
Northeast Region are at Petersburg in. 
Virginia, Ashland in Kentucky, and 
Morgantown in West Virginia. Thus, the 

new facility at Ray Brook will be 
hundreds of miles closer. Moreover, the 
federal Bureau of Prisons is planning 
another facility for older offenders of the 
Northeast Region at Otisville near 
Middletown, not far from New York 
City." 

The bishop cites estimates that the 
prison will employ some 235 people, 
about half of them local. 

Also included in the bishop's state­

ment is this; "Many have asserted that 
converting the Olympic Village into a 
correctional facility is incompatible 
with the spirit of the Olympic Games. I 
am sorry that I cannot agree with this. 
As indicated above, many plans were 
considered, and found to be not feasible. 
Since the moral development of youth is 
an Olympic ideal, an institution for the 
rehabilitation of youthful offenders will 
not be against the spirit of the games." *

CANTON-The Unitarian Universalist

Captured at 
Bastogne, Belgium, he was a prisoner of 
war until he escaped from prison three 
months later; an experience that 
prompted him to complete his education 
and enter the ministry, subsequently, he. 
completed high school, graduated from 
New York City's Columbia University 
and Chicago's Meadville Theological 
School. He then became minister of the 
minister of the Unitarian Church of 
Plainfield, N.J. from 1957 to 1962 and the 
minister of the Unitarian Church of 
Albany, N.Y. from 1962 until 1974 when 
he moved to Syracuse. 

Active in community human rights 
organizations, Cardell organized the 
Plainfield Sane Nuclear Policy organi­
zation and the Albany Urban League. 
Currently, he is on the board of the 
Onondaga County Human Rights Coal­
ition and chairman of the Planned 
Parenthood Center of Syracuse. Denom­
inationally he has served as president of 
the Unitarian Universalist Ministers 
Assocation of the U.S. and Canada; 
president of the St. Lawrence Unitarian 
Universalist District; and is the 
settlement officer for his denomination 
in Upstate NSw York, as well as a 
member of denomination's accredit­
ation committee for directors of 
religious education. 

ation in Kitwe, Zambia. The five-month 
leadership course trains up to 20 women 
each year employed by churches, other 
voluntary organizations, and govern­
ments from various African countries.

Three Potsdam clergymen are among 
62 leading Protestant, Roman Catholic, 
and Jewish clergy of Northern New 
York who have signed a Statement of 
Conscience on the Lake Placid Olympic 
Prison. 

The clergy's statement protests the 
inhumane location of the prison, some 
300-miles away from New York City, the 
chief source of the inmates. The group 
states in its opening paragraph of the 
Statement of Conscience: "as persons 
who have worked for years with prison 
inmates and their families back home, 
we, the undersigned North Country 
clergy, wish to take our stand against 
the use of the Winter Olympic 
Dormitories near Lake Placid as a 
medium security federal prison for 
youths 18 to 25 when the Olympic games 
conclude in 1980." 

The statement continues: "Even the 
Federal Bureau of Prisons admits that 
the location, 300 miles from New York 
City, the chief source of inmates, 
violates its own requirement for putting 
such facilities near the inmates' homes, 
social resources, families, and clergy. 

"It, (the bureau), admits that it 
would never have chosen Lake Placid, 
so far away from New York City, but 
that arrangements in Congress were 
made and it accepted them. We protest 
the inhumane location. Forty percent of 
federal prisoners are non-white; most 
are not sentenced for crimes of 
violence; most are from poor families, 
and Lake Placid is hard to reach even 
for the well-to-do.

"For the mothers, fathers, wives, 
ministers, and priests who will try to 
visit the inmates, it will be virtually 
impossible, given their weekly income, 
the expense of getting to the prison and 
remaining overnight, and even giving up 
work-time to go." 

Use For Sports Center 
The 62 North Country clergy persons 

ask in their statement that the 
dormitories be used for some purpose 
such as a sports training center, 
housing, or some health-sports building 
purpose. The statement asserts that 
such a health-sports center would 
provide even more jobs than a prison 
and would be more in keeping with the 
historic purposes of the Adirondack 
area. 

The statement asks that Congress and 
the Carter Administration have hear­
ings in Washington to determine how a 
rearrangement of the dormitories' 

afteruse can be made. The statement 
asserts that, "policies which are 
morally wrong are usually financially 
afteruse of the Lake Placid Olympic 
Dormitories makes a mockery of the 
games themselves, which are supposed 
to exemplify fair play, brotherhood, and 
good will." 

The chief opposition of the clergy, 
nearly all of whom are local pastors, 
stems from the inhumanity of deliber­
ately placing prisoners so far from 
families who can almost never visit 
them. As for the argument that pine 
trees and clean air reform criminals, 
one signer said, "if this were true we 
would have no criminals at all in the 
North Country."
