Veterans Adminstration To Test 
For After-Effects Of Herbicide 
A surgical method fqr checking 

whether some Vietnam veterans carry 
after-effects of "agent orange" in their 
body fat will be tested by the Veterans 
Administration, Max Cleland, 
Administrator of Veterans Affairs, has 
announced. 

The test is part of a VA search for a 
simple way to find out whether any 
Vietnam veterans might have after­
effects from exposure to herbicides in 
Vietnam. 

Since April 1978, VA has been involved 
in a broad scale search for conclusive 
scientific evidence on the question. A 
key point in the widely debated 
controversy is whether dioxin, a 
contaminant that occurs in trace 
amounts in one of the herbicides, can be 
stored for long periods in human body 
fat. 

Dr. James C. Crutcher, VA chief 
medical director, said the answer to this 
question will involve studying fat 
samples obtained during surgery from 
carefully matched veteran volunteers. 
Tissues from veterans with documented 
exposure to herbicides will be compared 
to those from veterans with no service in 
Vietnam and no medical symptoms. 

"If the results of this comparison are 
conclusive," Crutcher said, "a biopsy 
procedure for determining the presence 
of dioxin in individuals may be 
feasible." 

No link has yet been found between 

medical conditions observed in veterans 
examined by VA and herbicides, VA's 
top medical authority said. 

"But our minds are open on the 
subject, and we will continue to 
investigate it as long as there is any 
possibility of adverse effects on the 
health of veterans." 

VA chief Max Cleland, who served in 
Vietnam while herbicides were used, 
said the agency had received about 500 
applications for compensation from 
veterans who felt they might have after­
effects from exposure to herbicides. 
Except for one applicant who was found 
to have the skin condition chloracne, no 
medical conditions were found in the 
group that could be traced to herbicides. 
In the one case, compensation was 
awarded because of "residual effects of 
exposure to a toxic substance," but the 
nature of the toxic substance could not 
be established.
