To Cicero Firm 
The firm 'John R. Dudley Con­

struction, Cicero, N.Y., was awarded 
the contract to recondition 1.5 miles of 
the Veterans Mountain Camp Highway 
in the Town of Piercefield, according to 
the state Department of Transportation. 

The DOT opened nine bids on the road 
job. Dudley was low at $559,689.32. 

Work will extend from a point about 
one-tenth of a mile north of Route 30 to 
Horseshoe Pond Road. The present 16' 
foot side pavement will be rebuilt for-
over half the project length and widened 
and resurfaced for. the remainder, to' 
provide a 20 foot wide asphalt pavement 
plus three foot gravel shoulders. New 
railings will be erected on the Bog River 
bridge. 

the report categories. The December 
expenditure during 1978 was $1,032,588 
or an increase or$109,477. During the 
month hospitals received $221,732.06, 
nursing homes, $552,910.45, and health 
relatedfacilities, $147,577.32. Physicians 
received $166,931.16, and $52,891.27 was 
spent for drugs. 

The administration costs last 
December were down by $47,446 com-,, 
pared to the previous year. In 
December, 1979 $247,843 was spent on 
administration, while $295,289 was 
expended in that category in December 

1978. 
A $17,228 decrease was reported in the 

Aid to Dependent Children program 
which cost $457,592 in December, 1979. 
There were 1,496 cases handled, an 
increase of 27 over the previous year. 
The number of children decreased by 85 
to 3,115. 

The cost of home' relief was $142,309, 
up $7,091. There were 756 families or 
individuals receiving home relief in 
December, an increase of 24 over 
December, 1978. Thenumber of family 
cases increased by 11 to 166, while the 

number of non-family cases increased 
by 13, to 590. 

There were 96 foster care cases open 
in December involving 119 children. 
This represents an increase of eight 
children compared to December, 1973. 
Tile cost increased, however, by $2,042 
to $24,917.
