aware that the town of Colton is the
control center of Niagara Mohawk's
electrical operations for the North
Country. It is commonly referred to as
the *‘nerve center,” as it feeds the Ci-
ty of Ogdensburg and the villages of
Malone, Potsdam, Gouverneur and
Saranac Lake.

Colton Control is located in front of
the Company’s Colton hydroelectric
station on the Racquette River. It is
one of 13 plants operated by Niagara
Mohawk along the river. The com-
pany has also important connections
with the Power Authority of the State
of New York and Hydro-Quebec.

Wallace Collins is the supervisor of
stations in the area. He is responsible
for, among other things, keeping open
lines of contact with the Power Con-
trol Center located near Syracuse.

When the transformers at Lake
Placid’s XIIT Winter Olympic Games
failed, Colton Control came to the
rescue. Accidents, such as the one at
the Olympics are detected promptly
by relays and instruments that

. monitor and control the operation of

circuit breakers at major substations.

There are other accidents to con-
tend with. In its hydroelectric opera-
tions, Niagara Mohawk’s main con-
cern is not to ‘“spill”’ any water. When

Hunters and people chopping trees
for firewood cause electrical pro-
blems, but one of the biggest offenders
is the beaver. Beavers will build a
dam and flood an area along the side
of the road where power poles are
located. The water, with time, erodes
the base of the pole and they fall over.

Dick Weegar is Colton's chief
operator. He is responsible for the
supervision of three traveling
operators and one relief operator.
This included Carry Dam which con-
trols the flow of water downstream to
a series of hydro stations built by
Niagara Mohawk in the mid 1950's.

Hyrdo plants are more involved
than what meets the eye. There are
lubrication pumps, gates to control
water flow, transformers and other
electric equipment. It is the force of
water pouring through the penstock,
or steel pipe, that spins a turbine-
generator to produce power. Water is
then discharged back into the river.

The St. Lawrence Area turns out
about 200 megawatts of power from
the hydro facilities. Colton produces
28 megawatts of power to meet con-
sumer power needs.

PREVENTING SPORTS INJURIES

No one would think of playing
tackle football without wearing
shoulder pads and a helmet. Yet,
far too many youngers play con-
tact sports, without wearing pro-
tection for their mouths. This
results in all too many cases of
spiit lips, broken, chipped and

o knocked out teeth. For example,
° fifty two percent of all football in-
juries occur in unprotected faces
and mouths.

The best way to prevent all this
mouth damage, is to wear a mouth
protector. Bars across football
helmets don’t do the same job.
They don’t protect the teeth and
jaws from an upward blow on the
chin — only from a blow straight
against the face. Dental injuries to
football players wearing proper
mouth _protectors have been

almost completely eliminated.

Most old-style mouthguards,
such as those we see boxers using,
are not very easy to wear because
they are bulky. Talking is just
about impossible. Many players
prefer to talk and be comfortable
and risk the chance of injury
rather than wear one. However, a
modern mouthguard, made to an
accurate model of a person’s
mouth -doesn’t interfere with
mouth breathing, stays in place
when the mouth is opened, allows
clear speech and is comfortable.
