Dalma Brunauer Visits
Hungary For Conferences
Clarkson College Professor Dalma

Brunauer recently traveled from her
home in Potsdam to her native land of
Hungary where she took part in two
international academic conferences.

Her first stop was the southern
Hungarian city of Pecs where she at-
tended the Congress for the Mother
Tongue. This organization began
some 11 years ago to explore the
possibilities of maintaining the
Hungarian language in second and
third generation Hungarians who im-
migrated to other countries.

Professor Brunauer lectured to an
audience of some 400 world renowned
scholars about two of her recent
publishing efforts. This included her
work for the Twain World Authors'
series, a publication focusing on in-
dividual world authors, and the En-
cyclopedia of World Literature in the
Twentieth Century. For the Twain
series she coauthored a book with her
husband, Dr. Stephen Brunauer, on
Dezso Kosztolany, a well known
Hungarian writer, poet and translator
of foreign works into Hungarian. She
had previously written about
Hungarian culture for a number o.f
other journals and encyclopedias.

Following her presentation she then
went to Budapest to be part of the In-
ternational Philogical Society's
meeting at the prestigious Academy
of Sciences. This organization seeks to
unite people in the academic world
whose specialities are in the Finno-
Urgic languages. The Clarkson pro-
fessor talked about translating Dezso
Kosztolany's poetry from Hungarian
to English.

First established in Norwood in
1921, Harold G. Buck Sr. and James
Evans opened a funeral business and
furniture store located where the pre-
sent Norwood Post Office is. In 1931
Buck bought out Evans' portion of the
business and continued to operate at
that location until 1940 when the
funeral business was relocated to 7
Park St. — its present location.

In 1948, after graduating from Sim-
mons School of Embalming and Mor-
tuary Science in Syracuse, Harold G.
Buck Jr. obtained his funeral direc-
tor's license and joined his father in
funeral service. In 1951 Harold G.
Buck Jr. moved to Colton to manage
the Hawley Funeral Home. Because
of health reasons, Harold Sr. was
unable to operate the Norwood
Funeral "Home on his own and Harold
Jr. returned to Norwood to help his
father in 1955. Upon leaving his
residence in Colton, Harold Jr. pur-
chased the Hawley Funeral Business.

In 1958, Harold G. Buck Sr. passed
away and Harold Jr. continued its
operation.

The Buck Funeral Home expanded
its service in 1962 when Harold Buck
Jr. purchased the Clarke and Foote
Funeral Home in Potsdam. This
branch was later closed and the home
sold to a fraternity at Clarkson Col-
lege.

In 1967, Harold purchaed a
residence in Colton and opened the
present Buck Funeral Home. In June
1968, the McGlaughlin Funeral Home
in Norfolk was purchased after the
death of its previous owner, Ivan
McGlaughlin.

In January 1972, John P. Plonka
joined the funeral homes and is
presently associated with the firms.
Also a graduate of Simmons School of
Embalming and Mortuary Science in
Syracuse, he obtained his funeral
director's license in 1971.

For years, the Buck Funeral Homes
also provided ambulance and invalid
coach service to the communities un-
til the local village and towns
established their own services.

PIERREPONT — Comparing the
church spire to the center candle of a
candelabra and the people who sup-
port it to the branch candles, it does
indeed seem that in 1981, the
candelabra of the Pierrepont Union
Church is being relighted.

Spiritually, Rural Life Sunday was
observed in May with the 4-H Club
under the leadership of Shirley Gar-
diner and Rev. David Van Epps
holding a service.

Regular services were conducted
throughout the summer months. Ex-
tending the spiritual viability yet
another month, there will be a
Thanksgiving service Nov. 14 in the
town hall following a 5:30 p.m.
covered dish dinner. Rev. Max Coots
will conduct this service. Communion
will be offered.

A service of this type seems par-
ticularly appropriate this year. The
church has been reorganized, a list of
associate members compiled and in
the month of August a wedding was
perfomed in the church and two
babies were baptized. The floor has
been reinforced so that it is safe for
capacity crowds again. Ar-
rangements have been made to start
major repairs in the near future.

Financially, the community club,
historical society and church have
pooled the results of their fund-raising
events consisting of food sales; two
suppers, Back to Pierrepont Weekend
and the Rural Church Bazaar.
Numerous donations large and small
have been given. The combination of
these efforts has made it possible to
start repairs.

Structurally, the church is usable
again, the steeple will be righted and
further repairs made as funds become
available.

The church has been deemed one of
the most beautiful in the state by
representatives from the State
Historical Society. The wheels of red
tape grind slowly, but efforts are still
in process to have the church, town
hall and school listed on the Historic
Register.'Should this event ever oc-
cur, funds from grants could be made
available for the preservation of these
buildings.

The final church related fund-
raising event of 1981 will be receiving
donations of $1 per bulb in memory of
a loved one from those who care to
participate. Hazel Tupper, Box 161, R
4, Canton, 13617 will be chairman of
this project. The tree will be lighted

early in the Advent season. Aside
from the funds raised, the tree creates
a symbol of community participaton
in the Christmas season, acts as a
guidepost for travelers, and
memorializes the folk who strived to
make the town a good place to live.
Hazel will begin accepting donations
now.

Next spring the ham dinners will
resume.
