ARC Offers
Three Cars
For Funds

HERMON — The St. Lawrence
County Chapter of the New York State
Association for Retarded Children
Inc. is currently engaged in another
major fundraiser, according to Ex-
ecutive Director Richard Laurin. It
features roughly 30 prizes, including
cars, a trip, firewood and dinners.

The fundraiser, which is similar to'
the successful one the ARC initiated in
January, will allow the association
“to design a budget and plan for ser-
vices throughout the county to the
mentally retarded and developmen-
tally disabled,” according to Carolyn
Smith, president of the ARC Board of
Directors.

Laurin said the ARC is *“‘compelled
to go to the public on an annual basis
and feel that the fall of the year is the
best time,” noting that the ARC no
longer has contractual agreements
with the United Way. -

‘“We are hoping to raise about
$30,000 for the ARC,” Laurin said,

“and we will be giving approximately

$25,000 to the public in prizes.”’

Laurin said the six-week fundrais-
ing campaign, which will conclude on
Dec. 18 with the announcement of win-
ners at the Flanders Inn, Massena,
will offer a limited 2,500 certificates at
a donation of $25 peér certificate. Cer-
tificate holders need not be present at
the drawing to claim their prize.

Those who donate to the fundraiser
will have the opportunity to win many
prizes. Topping the list are: a 1982
Dodge Aries K car; a 1982 Pontiac T-
1000; a 1982 Chevette; a $2,500 winter
vacation anywhere in the world; a
Fischer woodstove; a Zenith coior
television; a water bed; and $300
worth of home heating fuel, natural or
bottled gas, diesel or gasoline.

The certificates will be offered on a
“best effort basis,” according to
Laurin, and if the full 2,500 are not
subscribed, the offering may be
cancelled and all donations returned.

Taxes on the prizes will be the sole
responsibility of the certificate
holder, according to Laurin.

“The Adirondack Park’” by Frank
Graham, Jr., is a political history of
our famous largest land preserve in
America, a park which extends across
six million acres of northern New
York. It is a region of great natural
beauty, containing timber and water
resources on a huge scale making it
the focus of much controversy. The
author is a noted conservation writer
and field editor of Audubon magazine,
Lumbering operations, the rich sum-
mer residents, hunters and year
around residents have all contributed
their share to making this region a na-
tional asset.

‘“Mostly Spruce and Hemlock,”
Louis J. Simmons, is the story of the
Town of Almont and the village of
Tupper Lake. The story is that one of
the colorful pioneers described the
area as mostly spruce and hemlock.
Discovered in the 1790’s, the area was
not settled until this this century and it
has grown te be the second largest
community in population within the
Adirondack Park Blue Line. End
paper maps and many photographs
add to this fine book.
