Robert Houston, a respected Cana-
dian citizen with a notable military
career, has been named the first reci-
pient of the Arnold H. Barben Award
at Clarkson College.

The award will be given each year
to a Clarkson varsity hockey alumnus
who has shown extraordinary
achievement in his professional and
personal life and who has provided
service to his community and to the

college.

Houston won a gold medal as
Clarkson’s outstanding hockey player
in 1934. That same year he graduated
with a degree in electrical engineer-
ing and embarked on a prestigious
military career.

Houston attended the British Army
Staff College, the United States Arm-
ed Forces Staff College and the Na-
tional Defense College of Canada. In
1935 he was commissioned in the Per-
manent Force in the Royal Canadian:
Corps of Signals. During World War I1
he served in France where he was
wounded and awarded the French
Croix de Guerre for Heroism in battle.
At the time hostilities ceased he was
the commanding officer of the French
Canadian Armored Divisional
Signals. -

The post-war years saw Houston
commanding a division of the occupa-
tional force in Germany, coordinating
the planning for Canadian participa-
tion in the United Nations emergency
force, attending the U.S. nuclear
trials in the Pacific and serving as
deputy military adviser in Vietnam.

Upon resigning from the service in
1963 with the rank of Colonel, Houston
became the president of the Canada-

J apén Trade Council, an international
non-profit organization dedicated to
encouraging trade between the two
countries. He recently retired from
that position and now serves as the
organization’s adviser. .

At Clarkson, Houston was president
of the Alumni Association and con-
tinues to serve on the Board of Gover-
nors. He has also been active with
other educational pursuits including

the Canadian National Committee of
United World Colleges, an organiza-
tion seeking to establish international
schools in every major region of the
world with the objective of wider in-
ternational understanding. He was
also instrumental in setting up the
Lester B. Pearson College on Van-
couver Island.

The colonel’s current directorships
include the Royal Canadian

eographical Society, the Ottawa Or-
gmpgedig Foundation and the Western
Transportation Council. He is also a
member of the executive committee
of the Asian' Centre Fund of the
University of British Columbia.

Clarkson College honored Houston
once before in 1969 with the Golden
Knight award, an honor given to those
alumni who have made outstanding
achievements in their chosen careers.
