f i design this summer "A Simulated
rcheological Project."
"Archeological excavation is not

mnormally accessible to undergraduate
students," said Marqusee. "The com-
puter project allows students to carry
on the complete process.''

Using data based on Marqusee's ar-
«s:heological work in Guatemala, the

faculty team programmed the ex-
cavation process on the computer.
Students first applied to FOCAS, the
fictitious foundation for Central
American Studies, for funding. Each
student's proposal had to meet
criteria of project merit and feasibili-
ty, academic and professional
qualifications and budget.

After funding was "received",
students planned their excavation by
making hypotheses about the culture
that once existed in the Guatemalan
highlands.

"We excavate in archeology to gain
data in order to verify, modify or re-
ject hypotheses," said Marqusee.

If a student suggests that the com-
munity under investigation had an
agricultural economy, and after ex-
cavation, finds no artifacts related to
farming, he or she may have to re-
examine original hypotheses.

"We even have a program that does
radiocarbon dating on organic ar-
tifacts excavated in the computer,"
said Marqusee. "A bone fragment
found in a burial site can be
mathematically analyzed for
disintegration time."

The programs, developed by
Brouwer and Eileen Marqusee, in-
cluded cost analyses of each step in
the archeological process.

"We wanted the students to realize
that excavation is'an expensive pro-
cess and should not be undertaken un-
til preliminary research is com-
pleted," said Brouwer.

Marqusee and Brouwer hope to
secure alternative funding next year
to expand the interdisciplinary pro-
ject.

Lloyd Moore, chairman of the coun-
ty Social Services Committee, wants
the department's attorney put back
in. He also wants the proposed county
law department scrapped.

DeKalb Legislator Stanley Morrill,
who chairs the legislature's
Agriculture Committee, wants $5,000
more for the county fair.

Donald Kitchin, commissioner of
the Department of Social Services,
would like to see his staff restored.

The county Civil Service Employees
Association, which represents county
employees, wants a pay increase.

Norwood Legislator Ernest LaBaff
wants funds restored for the han-
dicapped childrens' program run by
the Social Services Department.

It's budget time.
Everybody wants something and

legislators agree that the next three
weeks will see some fierce in-
—fighting as legislators, department
heads and special interest groups
jockey for their share of the taxpayers
pie.

"Yes, budget time's tough," says
Massena Legislator Nicholas
Visckovich, who chairs the county's
Finance Committee. "Everybody
wants something, but nobody wants to
pay the taxes for it. They say give us
something, but don't charge us for it."

"There's not as much money as
there used to be," Viskovich says.
"We have to tighten our belts."

Tightening the county's belt,
however, is a tougher proposition than
it sounds.

The town highway supervisors and
their town boards want the county to
raise their payment per mile for snow
removal from $1,000 a mile to $1,400 a
mile. The legislature plans to stay at

$1,000 a mile.
The county libararies want an in-

cfease in the donation the county
makes. The legislators are saying no,
so far.

Sheriff Knowlton also wants some
additional cars for his department.
Some of the patrol cars have over
100,000 miles on them, and
maintenance costs are eating into his
budget, he says.

Hanging Tough?
Oswegatchie Legislator Donald Liv-

ingston warned the legislators last
Monday that they would have to stick
to their promises to "hang tough" on
the 1983 budget.

"We all said we were going to hang
tough this year," he said at the
board's meeting. But he questioned
whether some members were
weakening in their resolve.

The budget pie totals $46.4 million
for 1983, according to a proposed
budget released Monday night. About
$9.5 million of that budget must be
raised locally through the property
tax levy.

But what legislators hear during the
next three weeks is pleas for money
from whoever wants it. The person
who makes the plea asks why the
county can not afford x-number of
dollars out of a $46.4 million budget.

But Viskovich and other legislators
say that any additional expenditures
at this point will have to come from in-
creases in the local property tax.

Already the budget is calling for an
increase of 4.6 percent in the property
tax, they say. New appropriations will
raise the cost higher.

"I think it's a pretty good budget,"
Viskovich says. "We're asking for less
than Jefferson and Lewis counties."
