A computer-based record keeping
system has been instituted at
Potsdam College to help keep the
campus dormitories in top condition.

This **early warning" system is just
one of several programs initiated to
maintain and improve the quality of
campus life for Potsdam College resi-
dent students.

“With some 3,000 of our students liv-
ing on campus, we want to insure that
the dorms are congenial, safe places
in which to stay,” said Jerry
Mulherin, director of residence life.
‘A number of new programs will help
us decrease the incidence of damage
to facilities and furniture, thus
creating a better atmosphere in which
to study and relax.””

Coupled with the implementation of
the revised Code of Student Rights,
Responsibilities and Conduct, which
was adopted by the College Council
after extensive consultation with
students faculty and staff members,
the programs seek to encourage
responsible stewardship of public pro-
perties.

The revised code, for example, will
expeditiously impose disciplinary ac-
tions, which could include disciplinary
probation, restitution, revocation of
housing license, partial or full suspen-
sion, or expulsion, on student vandals.

The sanctions are determined by
the severity of the violations and the
accused student’s past disciplinary
record.

Potsdam College maintans six dor-
mitories and Mulherin heads a
residence life staff that includes dor-
mitory directors for each discrete
residence hall and resident assistants,
usually upperclass students, who
serve as peer counselors and advisors
for every 25 students.

‘“The cost and consequences of dor-
mitory vandalism was a major topic
presented to resident assistants dur-
ing their training program,” said
Mulherin. *‘And each dormitory held a
hall meeting during the first week of
school at which we noted that careless
use or abuse of dorm facilities hurts
everone.”’

Mulherin, with Daniel Hurley, dean
of student life Ronald Scott, director
of physical plant, and William Fisher,
director of college services and public
safety, visit the dorms at least once
each month to review potential
maintenance problems or safety
hazards caused by normal use or by
intentional damage.

“I believe our visits help students
feel that we care about the conditions
in our dorms,” said Fisher.
