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Look At Curfew Amendment
Amendments to the local curfew law will be

considered at a public hearing Jan. 23 in the
Civic Center.

Those under 16 are now required to be off the
street at 11:30 p.m.; under the proposed law,
juveniles would have to be off the street between
10 p.m. and 5 a.m.

Juveniles or their parents could be ticketed
under the proposed law, which also includes cir-
cumstances under which a juvenile might legally
be out of the home after 10 p.m.

Proponents of the changes, notably represen-
tatives of the local Chemical People Task Force,
have argued that a 10 p.m. curfew would make it
easier for {wlents to control their teenage
children and help curb local drug and alcohol
problems.

Taking the juveniles "off the street at an earlier
hour may not curb drug and alcohol problems, it
may only change the location of those problems.

Under the new law will
they simply buy earlier in the day and seek out
new places to consume what they have bought?

The basic responsibility for the behavior of our
children must remain with us — their parents.
We recognize that some parents would be only
too glad to turn that responsibility over to the
minicipality or the law enforcement agency, but

Bar Association Raises
Legislative issues
To the Editor:

As the new state legislative session
approaches, I would like to bring to
your attention three issues of critical
importance to the functioning of the
judiciary:

Appointment of 19 unfilled Court of
Claims judgeships;

Adoption of procedures regarding
renomination of incumbent judges
who have competently served their
terms in office;

The establishment of appropriate
judicial salary levels.

The New York State Bar Associa-
tion has gone on record in support of
these matters which' we believe
deserve prompt attention. These
Issues will be facing our state leaders
and representatives as they prepare
for the legislative session and budget
for the new year. Most importantly,
they are matters in the public in-
terest, with the people of the state be
inf UK* ultimate beneticiflrieF «* itiv
ii-iion iaurni ui ttiwitfthen thn jiirtlriHl
system.

The additional judgeships, which
were authorized by Chapter 500 of the
Laws of 1982, are desperately needed
if courts are to cope effectively with
the problems of court congestion and
delay. Adequate judicial resources
are essential if our judicial system is
to have the capacity to resolve
disputes> .promptly, efficiently and
fairly. The alternative to the addi-
tional judges is exacerbation of-the
problem of delayed justice, ac-
companied by diminished public con-
fidence in the judicial branch of
government.

In keeping with traditional rules of
judicial conduct which remove sitting

judges from the political arena,
politics should be of no consideration
in the redesignation or renomlnatioiP
of qualified Incumbent jurists. Ac-
cordingly, the New York State Bar
Association endorses adoption of pro-
cedures which mandate continued
service for judges who have com-
petently served their terms of office.
The NYSBA has urged the Governor
and legislative leaders to give due
consideration to initiating those con-'
stitutional or legislative steps which
may be necessary to mandate the
-redesignation of qualified incumbent
jurists, so that we may preserve t h £
independence of the judicial system.

Additionally, the NYSBA endorses,
in principle, the report of the Tem-
porary State Commission on Judicial
Compensation regarding full-time
judges. The report recommended
judicial salary Increases as a key ele-
ment in the program to maintain and
improve the quality of justice in the
state. The NYSBA has In the past and
continues to support, in principle,
judicial salary Increases to ensure
that individuals of the highest calibeif \
are attracted to and retained i iP
judicial service.

Our support of 'these three vital .
measures reflects the NYSBA's long-
standing commitment to the preser-
vation of excellence in our system of
justice and to seek such Im-
provements as may be warranted If
we are to maintain a system which is
botr effeolivr nntf responsive tc the

• From the way things have been
freezing up here in the North Country
with the snow getting considerably
deeper in the woods every day, it ap-
pears we may be in store for a good,
old-fashioned winter. We nave
already broken 'some • kind- of
meteorological record by having the
coldest Decemberm the last 50 years.
So it is safe to say winter Is here and
that winter hunters are getting ready
for some ideal snowshoe rabbit hun-
ting hi the weeks ahead tit they Nave
not already gotten out with their
hounds. . .

The North Country is fortunate hi
having within Its bounds some of the.
best snowshoe rabbit ranges found
anywhere in the United States. Within,
this geographic region snowshoe are
found almost everywhere from moun-
tain summits to low, evergreen
swamps. It is, however, in the conifer-
alder swamps that the hares concen-
trate during the.snow months. They
are also fond of reforestation areas
where the trees are low with plenty of
foliaged branches hanging close to the
ground.

Snowshoes are also found hi
southern parts of the state but not
generally in the numbers found on
most snowshoe ranges in the North
Country. These downstate populations
are the result of releases made 10-20
or' more years ago jA Adirondack
stock taken from the wilds.

The hare season In the North Coun-
try extends from Oct. 1 • March 15
though not much serious hare hunting
is done until after the deer season and
Into the New Year. For this northern
area tbe-d«tly bag limit Is six hares,
while In the lower sections of the state
where various two month of less
seasons ha*e been established from
the middle of December to the end of
February, the daily limit U two.
