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Section 10 To Decide On Coordinator

A Section 10 athletic coordinator
will be hired through BOCES if of-
ficials at Wednesday's section
meeting can agree on a financing
plan, said Richard Callan, assistant
superintendent of the St. Lawrence-
Lewis County BOCES.

"If the schools in Section 10 wish to
ask BOCES to provide a Section 10
athletic director, they would be eligi-
ble" to receive BOCES aid to help
with the cost, said Callan.

Callan explained how BOCES can
now give aid to this type of position,
when it could not in the past. "One of
the purposes of BOCES is to be able to
provide school districts with positions
in and of themselves that they can't
provide themselves," he said.

"The State Education Department
has taken a new position on the law"
allowing aid for a coordinator as an
educational benefit. Aid will be in the
same proportion as regular BOCES

items.
Callan said the more money each

school puts into the position, the more
aid each will get.

Majority Vote Needed
A majority vote on a financing plan

will be needed to get the proposal off
the ground. Smaller districts favor a
plan based on enrollment, while
larger schools prefer a plan with a fix-
ed percentage to each district.

The cost of the coordinator position
and its expenses would be about
.$60,000, which includes salaries for the
coordinator and his secretary, fringe
benefits, equipment, supplies, rental,
insurance, and other expenses.

Callan pointed out that with about 30
districts involved in Section 10, agree-
ing on a plan will not be easy. "It's
easier to agree with two partners
sharing the pie than it is.w4th 30," he
said.

Both the AP and UPI put all their eggs in Nebraska's basket as the
powerhouse of college football despite the Cornhuskers' weak schedule.
When their powerhouse lost, and No. 2 Texas couldn't muster 11 points
and lost, the polls had to elevate No. 5 Miami, Fla. to the national cham-
pionship. • .- r

College basketball and hockey recognize the winner Of the playoffs as

the national titlist. Even college football at the Division II and Division
HI levels determines their champs through playoffs. Why should Divi-
sion I-A college football be any different? They
say it's because of the bowls. Th» bowl games are rich in tradition and
are still popular and successful. They don't want to mess with tradition,
or the bowls. Who says we have to? ' - •

We can keep the bowl games and use them in the playoffs, as proposed
recently by a sports publication. The big four bowls, Rose, Orange,
Sugar, and Cotton, can alternate the title game so that each has it once
every four years. .

No matter what system, the NCAA must devise a tournament or be
criticized every year by legitimate but overlooked teams. With five
teams so close as there were this year, each has a claim to be national
champion. :

Nebraska still could've won the title if they had kicked the extra point

instead of trying for two. That .strategy of coach Tom Osborne was ad-
mirable, but stupid. That point cost him, the Cornhuskers, and their
fans everywhere, the title. But can you imagine the huff about playing
for a tie in order to win the championship? A playoff would eliminate
that possibility.

__ The playoffs eliminate questions of scted^e_stpejjgth^cfinferencj&-
strength, and Cinderella teams. The NCAA basketball tournament is the

'most popular collegiate athletic event around, both on the tube and. at
the gate. Every team has an equal shot of winning the championship, as
North Carolina State showed last season. One would think that football
would follow that example.

As it is, only five teams had a chance to win the No. 1 football ranking.
Brlgham Young University finished 11-1, same as Miami, but had no
chance for the title because they played in the Holiday Bowl and not one
of the Big 4. Maybe they could have beaten Nebraska or Texas or
Miami, but we'll never know.

But the main reason for a' playoff system to determine the national
champion is so we can point to phe team that survived the test of several
tough*games to emerge as the No. 1 team. That alone should be enough
reason for the bigwigs to change the present system.

But not everybody favors a single

coordinator to do all the work. Ken-
neth' Daniels, Superintendent of
Schools for the Potsdam school
district, said the job "would be better
handled if everybody worked together
in all schools to share the load."

"But," Daniels added, "it takes so
much time from several people's jobs
that they can't do it. There doesn't
seem to be a way to go halfway with
this."

"Whyte has done a good job, but it
has taken a tremendous amount of his
