Sizing Up The Squads

Ed Okuniewski, who began the
season as a starter, provided a big lift
off the bench Saturday with 17 points,
six rebounds, and two assists as
Potsdam blew out visiting Oneohta
State 81-59. The 10-3 Bears, 3-0 in
SUNYAC play, will challenge the na-
tion's No. 2 Division III team Thurs-
day as Hartwick and the Bears tip-off
at 8 p.m. in Maxcy Hall.

Undefeated Hartwick, formerly a
Division II squad, may find the going
tough in Maxcy Hall, where the Bears
are 4-0 this season. The intruders will
be looking for revenge, as Potsdam
edged Hartwick 60-56 in triple over-
time in last season's NCAA Bast
Regional final. In the regular season
last year, Hartwick routed the Bears
87-70.

Okuniewski and the Bears appear to
be ready for this important battle. The
6' 5 %" junior connected on five of six
field goal attempts and all seven free
throws, and his aggressive drives
could not be stopped.

When Okuniewski was doubleteam-
ed, Ail-American Leroy Witherspoon
was free. The senior guard hit seven
of 10 shots for 14 points, and con-
tributed five assists. His quickness
was particularly impressive in the
first half, when Potsdam built a 37-28
lead at intermission.

The Bears were on fire from the
floor for the entire contest, shooting
with 60 percent accuracy, -while
holding their counterparts to 44 per- -
cent. Rick Whitney has done a
tremendous Job of rebounding since
his insertion into the starting lineup,
and he pulled down nine caroms to
lead a 40-24 Bears rebounding bulge.

Oneonta scoring leader Mike Pocyn-
tyluk got his points, 18 to be exact, but
the Potsdam defense kept the rest of
the team hi single figures.

After playing possibly their best
game of the season against now 8-4
Oneonta, the Bears have four straight
victories heading into important
games. A win over Hartwick will sure-
ly give the Bears a top 20 ranking.
