PARISHVILLE - Parishville-

they will have built themselves.
Superintendent Gary Buehler said

last week that the board of education
heard a presentation recently from
outdoor education instructor Kathy
Hentcy on a trip she made to a New
York district that had built a log cabin
on school property.

After her trip to a Camden, N.Y.
school district, Buehler said, Ms.
Hentcy showed a slide presentation on
a log cabin students there had built.

Buehler said that the board will con-
ier writing the cost of a log cabin
tdoor education classroom in the

1984-85 academic year budget.
If passed, Buehler said, construc-

tion of the cabin may begin on July l
with the structure ready to be used by

students when school starts in
September.

The cabin, Buehler said, will be
made by the students the old-
fashioned way, without the benefit of
power tools.

The logs, he said, will be de-barked
and hewn by hand, with hand-made
shingles for the roof.

The cabin will be used as a
classroom where.students will learn
such old-style crafts as showshoe and
basket making, Buehler said. ~

Gifted Computer Users
The board, Buehler said, also view-

ed a presentation from 15 students
from Cheryl Taylor's gifted/talented
program.

The students, ranging from the
third to the sixth grata, exhibited
some of the projects they have been
working on in class — most of which
are computer-related, Buehler said.

Mayor Joseph
Calipari requested that a change inthe
rate be considered, indicating that
more should be charged for the ser-
vice.

In other matters, the board approv-

ed the provisional appointment of
Thomas Dodds of R.D. 4, Potsdam to
the position of rehabilitation specialist
for the village's Community Develop-
ment office at an annual salary of
$18,200.

That post has been vacant since the
November resignation of Steve

- Agnew.
The board also approved the

membership of David W. Corbett to
the Potsdam Fire Department. Cor-
bett is a resident of 80 Leroy St.,
Potsdam. •

The second, an Article 78 proceeding,
asks the court to enjoin town officials
from attempting to enforce the code.
The suits were prepared byvNorwood
attorney Robert Ballan.

A third suit, for financial damages,
is expected to be filed within a month
or two.

Richard Grover, NCRRR president,
was county planner in 1973, when the
town's zoning code was adopted.

As president of NCRRR, located on
the Pleasant Valley Road in the Town
of Potsdam, Grover has waged a
three-year battle with town officials to
be allowed to establish a recycling
facility and experimental methane
generating facility. -

Grover has claimed he is being forc-
ed out of business by opponenents of
the facility, while other violations uv
the town are ignored. The Article 78
suit lists 24 alleged violations.

Most recently, on Dee. 20, 1983, the
town zoning board of appeals upheld
an Oct. \1 stop work order issued by
the town after a site inspection of the
facility, which is still under construc-
tion.

Former town building inspector
Richard VanDeusen had previously
visited the facility three .times and
said he found no violations.,

Reacting to Plane's announcement
the trustees voted the following: "Be
it resolved that the Board of Trustees
of Clarkson College accepts with great
regret Dr. Robert A. Plane's decision
to retire from the Presidency of the
College at the end of the 1984-85 school
year. Dr. Plane's presidency has been
marked by great creativity and suc-

• cess. The Board wishes him well in his
future endeavors. Signed, Jerrier A.
Haddad, Secretary, Board of
Trustees, Clarkson College.".

In a separate'statement the board
chairman. Dr. Bayard Clarkson
noted: "The Board learned with
regret today of Dr. Plane's intention
to retire at the end of the 1984-85
academic year. We feel very for-
tunate in having had Dr. Plane as
president during the last ten years. He
has led the College to new excellence.
Dr. Plane has agreed to help the
Board in its process Of selecting a new
president. The Trustees wish to ex-
tend their gratitude to Dr. and Mrs.
Plane for their contributions to the
College and to wish them the greatest
success in their future endeavors.''

President Plane emphasized that he
will continue his active role at
Clarkson until June 1985. He stated
that he intends to conclude Clarkson
Plan II, the $15 ntHiten capital cam-
paign currently underway at the col-
lege, and to ensure substantial pro-
gress toward a campus computer net-
work. *

Plane added: "Clarkson is a special
place and these past ten years have
been among the most exciting and
rewarding of my career. Mary and I
thoroughly enjoy being members of
the Clarkson community and ap-
preciate the devoted efforts of the
faculty, staff and students as we work
to increase Clarkson's recognition.
We look forward to working iagether_
for the next 18 months."

Plane became president of Clarkson
after four years as provost of Cornell
University where he had previously
served as chairman of the chemistry
department and as a chemistry pro-
fessor.

Plane's tenure at CJarkson, the se-
cond longest of any of its presidents,
has marked a period of ..growing
enrollment, expanded facilities and
increased financial support. The stu-
dent body, 2,700 in 1974, currently
stands over 3,900 and includes over 800
women, a five-fold increase.

New buildings include the Andrew
S. Schuler Educational Resources
Center and the Schuler Recreation
Building which contains a field house
and swimming pool. A new townhouse
dormitory complex will be completed
in the fall of 1984, and a new science
and engineering laboratory is also
slated for completion in 1984. In addi-
tion, several campus buildings have
been renovated, including Old-Main,
Holcroft House and Walker Arena.
The college also acquired Clarkson 7
Springs, a skiing facility in the
Parishville area.

At the end of his first year Plane in-
itiated The Clarkson Plan, a $12
million capital campaign which was
brought to a successful completion
four years later and provided the fun-
ding for the Educational Resources
Center and the Recreation Building.
Clarkson Plan II, which was announc-
ed in January 1982 has so far raised
$11,450,000. over three-quarters of its
$15 million goal.

Alumni support to the Clarkson
Fund has increased from less than
$200,000 a year to over $600,000, and
the college endowment has grown
from $5.5 million to $19 million.
Research support, which stood at $1.1
million in 1974, topped $3.7 million in
1982-83. :

Clarkson Seeks Name Change
In a move its president says will

make a ClarKson degree "more
valuable and appreciated," the col-
lege's Board ofTrustees has petition-
ed the state Board of Regents for a
name change, to Clarkson University.

Action by the Regents on the propos-
ed name change is expected at a Feb.
23-24 meeting in Buffalo. On Jan. 18, at
their meeting in New York City, the
Clarkson trustees voted unanimously
to seek the change.

In a press release issued by the
school, Clarkson President Dr. Robert
Plane is quoted as saying: "I am
pleased by this action of the Board
because I am convinced the designa-
tion 'University' better describes
Clarkson, and that the name change
will make Clarkson and a Clarkson
degree more valuable and ap-
preciated, nationally and interna-
tionally."

According to the release, the
Regents' rule is that to become a
university an institution must teach
the liberal arts and sciences, offer
degrees in two or more professional
fields and offer doctoral programs in

at least three academic fields.
Clarkson, which comprises schools

of engineering, management and
9 scleae*) and the faculty of liberal

studies, has been offering the Ph. D.
degree since 1964, the release states.
A doctoral degree is available in five
areas: chemical engineering,
engineering science, chemistry,
mathematics and science.

Dr. Plane said that if the name
change is approved, Clarkson will
continue to commemorate the
school's founderi Dr. Thomas S.
Clarkson, and to emphasize
technology in its official seal. The seal
will read "Clarkson University.
Founded 1896 to honor Thomas S.
Clarkson." A banner beneath the
crest will read "Technologia." The
motto "A Workman That Needeth Not
to be Ashamed" will remain unchang-
ed.

Clarkson University would be the
school's third name. The original
name was Thomas S. Clarkson
Memorial School of Technology; that
was changed to Thomas S. Clarkson
Memorial College of Technology in
1913.
