The Winning Edge

Editors Note: The 1984 sports season is now officially in the record
books. It will be remembered as one of the most significant seasons
in history. The following is the first of three reports about what hap-
pened in the four "major" sports, plus a look at the Olympic Games.

NATIONAL FOOTBALL LEAGUE
The 1983-84 season ended in January '84 when the Los Angeles

Raiders demolished,the mighty Washington Redskins 38-9 in Super
Bowl XVIII. The 1984-85 season, which is currently in the playoff
stage, was a record-shattering campaign. Early in September, the
focus was on Jim Brown's career rushing record, which was once
regarded as unbreakable. Franco Harris' holdout from the Pitt-
sburgh Steeler camp assured Chicago's Walter Payton, a nine-year
veteran of the NFL, that he would shatter the mark first. He did, en-
ding all nonsense about Brown's threatened comeback.

Another running back, named Eric Dickerson, made history in
December when he ran past O. J. Simpson's seasonal rushing record..
The second-year star is the best runner in the league, and someday, if»
he remains healthy, will break Payton's standard.

Art Monk, of the Washington Redskins, broke the record for most
receptions in a single season when he caught 109 Joe Theismann
aerials this, season. A quarterback from the Miami Dolphins, Dan
Marino, was phenomenal in this, his second year, throwing for more
touchdowns than any other signal-caller in league history. And he did
it with a flair and confidence rarely seen in an athlete that young.

Other significant happenings in the NFL in 1984 include: The
quarterback debate at Dallas, where Gary Hogeboom received the
starting nod over Danny White; the New York Giants became com-
petitive again, edging Dallas for a wild-card playoff berth; San
Diego's Charlie Joiner became the all-time career reception leader;
and in the most bizarre action of the year in football, the Baltimore
Colts, owned-by Robert Irsay, packed up their bags and left, in the
dead of night, to Indianapolis, where they were presented a new
domed-facility, the Hoosier Dome. The move west, which caused
anger and hurt feelings in Baltimore, didn't help the Colts' record, as
they finished well off the pace of the Dolphins.

COLLEGE FOOTBALL
In a battle for the national championship, the Miami Hurricanes

stunned undefeated Nebraska in the Orange Bowl, replacing the
much-heralded Cornhuskers atop the wire service polls. Many con-
sidered the 1983-84 Huskers as the finest college team ever assembl-
ed.

The 1984-85 season was the Year of the Flutie. Boston College's
dynamic quarterback, Doug Flutie, was in the limelight all year, as
the leading-candidate for the coveted Heisman Trophy, the symbol of
greatness in collegiate football. He never failed to live up to all the
pressure and media hype, as he shattered nearly every career pass-
ing and total yardage marks. He threw for over 10,000 yards fii his
brilliant career, a feat never before accomplished. His last second,
hail-mary touchdown throw to Gerard Phelan in the exciting win
over Miami in November clinched his Heisman honor and lifted his
Eagles to a Cotton Bowl berth. * Brigham Young University,
led by their equally-phenomenal quarterback, Robbie Bosco, won the
Holiday Bowl, finishing 13-0 and the odds-on favorite to win the na-
tional championship (Tike it or not, Barry Switzer). Perhaps the
finest team was the troubled Florida Gators, riddled with dozens of
NCAA recruiting violations, their coach, Charlie Pell, was fired, but
they still manged to go 10-1 this year. They are not eligible for post-
season play because of a three-year probation set by the NCAA.

NATIONAL BASKETBALL ASSOCIATION
Again, a year for records. Kareern-Abdul Jabbar, center for the

Los Angeles Lakers, broke Wilt Chamberlain's career scoring
record, recently becoming the first NBA player to score 35,000 career
points. Bernard King, the New York Knicks' star forward, became
the most explosive player in the game today, when he scored 50
points on consecutive evenings to become the first player to ac-
complish that in ten years. King is leading the league in scoring so
far this year, averaging 33 points an outing.

Larry Bird led his Boston Celtics to a seven-game championship
win over the Lakers last June. Bird, the game's best all-around
player, was named as the league's most valuable player in the 1983-
84 season.

The Houston Rockets drafted their second 7' center in as many

1983-84's rookie of the year, Ralph
Sampson, was the Rockets' first pick In July 1983. The two imposing,
young giants provide Houston with the most dominating front line in
the game today. Watch out when these two stars gain experience.

COLLEGE BASKETBALL
It was the year of the Hoya in 1984. The men from Georgetown won

their first-ever national championship last March when they
defeated the Olajuwon-led Cougars of Houston in a long-awaited
showdown. The national championship for Coach John Thompson
was also a milestone. He is the first black man to win a national title
at the Division I level. His squad is currently devouring all opponents
as they try to defend their crown. They have not lost yet as we enter
1985.

Michael Jordan, an athlete which no word can aptly describe, was
the nation's best collegiate basketball player last year for his North
Carolina team. He was drafted behind Olajuwon, by the Chicago
Bulls, and has Immediately made his professional impact, averaging
26 points a game. He has scored 45 points On two separate ocoaslons
and is the leading candidate for rookie of the year.
