As church historian for the Nor-

wood Methodist Church I served on
the planning committee for the an-
nual Heritage Day, I wrote a
brochure on the early circuit riding
clergyman which was printed and
included in the March 4 bulletin,
spoke to the Grades 4-5-6 and advis-
ed on projects for the day.
