ALBANY —. Commissioner of
Environmental Conservation
Henry G. Williams recently an-
nounced resumption of one of the
department's most popular free
educational services, the film loan
libaray.

"With broad public support of the
Return A Gift To Wildlife fund, it is
again possible for us to provide a
free fish and wildlife film loan ser-
vice. Limited operations were
started several months ago as we
ordered new films. We have now
geared up to full operation,"
Williams said.

The film library has 30 different
titles in 16 millimeter color, sound
movies. Approximately 200 book-
ings were handled in the past few
months while the film library was
being organized.

As many as 1,000 are expected
before the end of the fiscal year,
March 31. About 2,000 bookings are
anticipated during a full year of
operation.

A new film loan library brochure
will be available for distribution
when schools reopen after the holi-
day break. Schools are the source

of the vast majority of film re-
quests.

The new brochure will be mailed
to persons requesting information
and will also be distributed at the
department's regional offices.

The publication, which will be up-
dated semi-annually, lists fish and
wildlife film titles available and
provides a brief summary of each
film's message. It also explains the
procedure for requesting, using
and returning films.
