For'many of the ski areas, alpine
and nordic, the attendance for the
Christmas holidays pays all of the
bills for the entire year. Un-
fortunately, for some of the ski
areas, it takes a good Christmas
holiday season in order to make a
profit. It. is now clear that many
areas will have trouble making a
profit, unless there is a great turn-
around in the season which rarely,
happens once the season starts off
spbad. - :

All I can say is hang on to your
skis, there is always some good ski-
ing even during the bad years.

Nearby areas have hadj a hard
time of it. Titus has been open, but
sometimes with only four trails,

-..Tupper-has been open with only one

trail for a good portion of the holi-
day season. Whiteface had only 4 to
6 trails during the same period and
Gore had only about four after the
heatwave rain just before
Christmas.

All of these areas are trying to
make snow and get what they have
in good condition. Snowridge and
Seven Springs which have no
snowmaking, were closed for a por-
tion.of the holidays or hadlimited
skiing. We just need some more of
‘that bad weather to get these areas
into full operation.

Are there any areas nearby that
have good ski conditions? Most of
us do not have the time or money to
fly out west where the conditions
are so good this year. On the other
hand, there are more of us around
town who have the time and money
to go to Canada. There is some fine
cross country and downhill skiing
in the Ottawa Gatineau area and
fabulous skiing in the Laurentians.

Most of Eastern Canada, par-
ticularly north of the St. Lawrence
River, has had an excellent
‘Christmas season and skiers came
in records because they had heard
that Canada had snow when it was
rain around Potsdam. All of the
