CANTON — If Assemblyman

John Ga. O'Neil (R-Parishville)
had his way, unused Power
Authority land along the St.
Lawrence River would be subject
to local tax, area motels would be
allowed to issue one-day fishing
licenses and limits would be placed
on certain speculative land sales.

These issues are included In the
proposals Assemblyman O'Neil
hopes to bring to the floor of the
Assembly during his third term of
office.

Many of t h e i d e a s in
Assemblyman O'Neil's announced
legislative agenda are not new;
versions of the same bill, he noted,
were introduced last year and
some 'measures which the
assemblyman hopes to see become
law have languished in various
Democratic-controlled committees
since his first term.

"The process in Albany," O'Neil
said this past week, "And it doesn't
matter if you're a Republican or a
Democrat, a member of the ma-
jority or minority, is that things
move very slowly."

O'Neil hopes that several pro-
posals in this year's legislative
agenda will be able to make their
way out of committee, where many
of his proposals died last year, to be
voted upon during this term.

Power Authority Priority
Priorities noted m this year's

legislative agenda include two pro-
posals aimed directly at the New
York Power Authority (NYPA).

One bill, which died in committee
last year, calls for the establish-
ment of a state commission to look
into how the Power Authority
determines its rates for hydroelec-
tric power. The Power Authority is
mandated to sell its power at the
lowest possib le rate, but
Assemblyman O'Neil noted that ex-
actly how the Power Authority
determines their rate base is kept
secret.

"I'm not saying they're doing
anything wrong," O'Neil noted,
"But they should be answerable to
somebody."

O'Neil said hundreds of
thousands of dollars has been spent
on image-building commercials
and a recent name change, both ac-
tions which the assemblyman call-
ed "frivolous things" which he
fears is reflected in higher rates.

"A state commission could at
least look into these things," O'Neil
argues.

Another bill Assemblyman
O'Neil is proposing would allow
localities to tax land which has
been taken over by the state, but
not utilized or developed. O'Neil
noted this proposal is aimed at
Power Authority land along the St.
Lawrence River in the towns of
Waddington and Louisville which
the Assemblyman maintains could
be developed into riverfront pro-
perty adding to^the towns' tax
bases, but which hve been "simply
held" by the tax-exempt Power
Authority.

O'Neil said that he hopes that bis
proposal would "encourage the
Power Authority to put that land
back on the tax rolls" instead of
restricting the tax base of the com-
munities.

The local assemblyman, with
others, is also proposing a new way
of adopting a state budget. Noting
that the current yearly budget pro-
cess is in a constant state of crisis,
O'Neil said that he backs a plan
which will call for a three-year
fiscal plan to be submitted by the
governor and each year merely
"fine-tuned" by the Senate and
Assembly to deal with issues like
inflation.

"There's no real plan currently,"
O'Neil noted. "It's really a crisis
budget. It's been such a wasteful
process it's unbelievable."

Other bills on Assemblyman
O'Neil's legislative agenda in-
clude:

— A bill which would allow for
the school bus transportation of
small children within current state
guidelines if the children would
find themselves forced to cross a
highway or other potentially hazar-
dous situation.

O'Neil's bill would allow the cost
of such transportation to be 90 per-
cent reimbursed by the state. A
similar bill was passed in the house
last year, but failed'in the senate.
But O'Neil noted that the Assembly
proposal' had no reimbursement
provision, which made the bill
"something most local school
boards would dislike" because of
the burden it put on rural districts.

— O'Neil is also reproducing a
measure vetoed last term by Gov.
Mario Cuomo which would provide
state reimbursement for post-
exposure rabies treatments, which
O'Neil describes ,as a "type of
disaster aid" for hard-hit areas of
the North Country.

— The assemblyman is also call-
ing for an increase in the state aid
local districts receive for handicap-
ped students, to cover 85 percent of
the cost of such handicapped pro-
grams. O'Neil said the state is
quick to mandate requirements for
programs for special groups like
handicapped students, but
"assistance to cover the costs isn't
always that great."

— O'Neil is proposing a measure
.which would allow for fishing
licenses to be issued to area local
hotel/motel owners which could be
checked out on a dally basis, as a
means of promoting tourism in the
North Country. The "revolving
license" would be more convenient
but higher in cost than standard
licenses.

— O'Neil is also proposing a bill
which would allow for the Issuing of
seasonal golf passes to state golf
courses, which would allow fre-
quent users of the state-owned
course in Ogdensburg to receive a
break in the cost of enjoying a
game of golf.

— The assemblyman is also sub-
mitting a bill which would regulate
certain speculative land sales by
requiring that any owner who has
five or more sales of privately-
owned land would have to be a
licensed broker or engage a licens-
ed broker. The assemblyman, poin-
ting to the recent controversy
regarding land deals made in the
area by John DeFellce, stated that
he hoped the measure would add a
form of protection for the buying
public.

Citing the statistics concerning
charitable giving in the U.S. as im-
pressive, Secretary Shaffer said
that during 1983 contributions total-
ed $64.9 bDlion nationwide. Of this
amount $6.5 billion is attributable
to New York State.

Charities registered with the
Department of State account for
$5.7 billion in contributions, the
total amount collected by charities
which solicit in New York State.
The total does not include organiza-
tions which are exempt from
registration. These include all
religious organizations and most
educational institutions.

Secretary Shaffer said that in the
pst, the department has relied on
response to requests for copies of
annual reports as the principal
method of disclosure, using radio
and television announcements,
brochures and press releases to in-
form the public that copies of an-
nual reports are available.
