Ski Trail Notes

This past week has been good
news for skiers but bad news for
homeowners and renters who have
to pay fuel bills.

At least another foot of fluffy
snow came down on the county, and
the cross country ski trails at Seven
Springs are in real fine shape for
this Saturday's Potsdam Langlauf
Cross Country Ski Race.

If you have not pre-registered,
you should arrive at 9:15 a.m. if
you want to race. I am sure the
race officials will try to get in late
arrivals. I skied' there last Satur-
day, and it was just beautiful to go
over those trails.

While It is always difficult to
predict what the weather will be
like this coming Saturday, there is
a good possibility that the base will
still be intact, and the race should
go on scheduled.

Any proceeds over the costs go to
the American Heart Association.
There are 3, 10, and 20 kilometer
races and age groups from 8 to over
50. It is a nice social event as well
as a race, and you do not have to be
an expert racer to enter.

Clarkson Seven Springs is an ex-
cellent course for cross country,
and the terrain will make the race

a little more challenging this year.
Also I noted that Clarkson Seven
Springs finally has enough snow to
open its alpine ski areas, but it was
not open lust Saturday when I was
there.

Except for the severe and
dangerous cold of this past
weekend, all lifts and trials were
open in Canada. The cold shut down
some of the lifts and trails on Sun-
day. As I have mentioned In
previous articles, the base is better
in Canada than in New York or Ver-
mont because they have had two
additional snowstorms that did not
occur in the states.

When the cold eases and winds
dies down, there is great skiing in
Canada. This great skiing applies
to alpine and cross country. Ver-
mont and New York skiing condi-
tions, however, are catching up
with the very fine conditions that
exist in Canada.

Nearby Titus has had all lifts and
trails open for some time now. The
area received about a foot of snow
last week. Snowridge near Turin is
in full operation, whiteface now
has 16 of 32 trails open. Gore, near
North Creek, now has about 20 out
of 32 trails in operation.

Since there has been over a foot

and a half of snow this past week in
Vermont, the natural snow skiing
that I predicted last week has
developed. Killington now has
about 80 trails open; and since that
area only has snowmaking on 60 of
those trails, it is plain that there is
natural snow skiing.

'Smugglets Notch now has 21
trails open, and Stowe has 26 out of
41 trails open. Sugarbush, on Sun-
day, could open 32 of its 75 trails,
five more trails than on Saturday.
The cross country ski areas in both
New York and Vermont, however,
do have enough base and all trails
are open in most cases. As of this
writing, cross country skiing in the
Northeast United States is in real
good shape in most areas.

The cross country skiing is
generally pretty good for the cold
weather. If you get cold, just go
faster. It is rare for cross country
skiers to get frostbite. When I have
heard of such talMales, it is usually
cross country skiers who have gone
too far on those cold days.

The alpine skier on these severe
days takes an extra risk. Tbe
failure of a lift can cause a severe
frostbite. No matter how good the
evacuation team may be, there are
many places at many ski areas
where they cannot get to you in

A senior at Potsdam College,
Hastings is currently student
teaching at the Campus Learning
Center, which is located on the
Potsdam College campus. This
suite is only a small part of the
center which also houses a gym-
nasium and swimming pooh "I
really enjoy student teaching,"
says Hastings, "you can't really
learn about teaching until you have
experienced it."

Daughter of Robert and Gertrude
Hastings of Norwood, Hastings is a
1981 graduate of Norwood-Norfolk
Central Shcool. Though she once
had ambitions of becoming a
medical technician, Hastings is

happy with her career choice. "I
love kids," she smiles, "besides,
teaching runs in my family."

Apporximately 180 children are
enrolled in the Campus Learning
Center. Most come from com-
munities surrounding Potsdam
such as Norwood, Norfolk, Colton,
Parishville, Madrid, Brasher
Falls, Canton and Winthrop. Ad-
mission is based on a lottery
system which establishes a family
waiting list. As spaces become
available in each age group,
children are accepted from the list.
Once children are accepted into the
Center, they are considered per-
manently enrolled until graduation
or withdrawal. >

The Campus Learning Center is
funded by Potsdam College and
receives indirect state aid through
the local school districts in the
form of busing and textbooks. The
only cost to families is a small fee
that covers snacks, field trips, and
items needed for gym, art, and
music classes.

The back up systems are better
than they used to be, but the risk re-
mains at many alpine ski areas. It
is too bad that more areas do not
have surface lifts like T-bars or
chairlifts that are only four feet off
the ground so that you can just
jump off if there is a break down.
These are good lifts when the wind
chill factor goes down to 50 below
zero as it did in many places this
past week, particularly at wind ex-
posed ski areas.

The
conditions there have been good,
and there is no trail fee. The trails
are very nice ones.
