The long-awaited matchup bet-
ween the Potsdam College Bears,
currently ninth in the country, and
seventh-rated Hartwick College
will be played tonight (Tuesday) in
Oneonta.

Potsdam
enjoys a fastbreaking, high-tempo
game, whereas the Warriors are a
deliberate and disciplined squad.

If last week's action is any in-
dication, the Bears are ready for
this crucial encounter. In sweeping
their three games, the Jerry Welsh-
led squad improved their overall

record to 15-1, 4-0 in SUNYAC East
play.

In one of their best offensive per-
formances of the year, the Bears
defeated Cortland State 92-74 Jan.
19 in Cortland, shooting a whopping
71 percent (40-56) from the floor.

It was all Potsdam from the
opening tap as the Bears used
pressure defense and a fastbreak
offense to build leads of 18-2 and 32-
12 before settling down for a 45-30
halftime advantage.

The rout continued at the start of
the second half when Roosevelt
"Pony" Bullock and Brendan Mit-
chell anchored a 19-4 spurt and the
Bears jumped ahead 64-34 at the
15:17 mark.

The lead stayed in double digits
the rest of the way as Welsh

substituted freely the rest of the
way.

Leading the Bears with 18 points
apiece were Mitchell and Bullock.
"Pony" also dished out a career
high 12 assists and added six re-
bounds. Also scoring in double
figures were Ed Okuniewski (17)
and Troy Turner (14). Cortland
was led by Brian Goodridge's 20
points.

The 63-61 victory over Bingham-
ton State Jan. 18 was a nightmare
as the Bears had four starters with
four fouls for most of the second
half. At one point, 25 fouls were
called against Potsdam and only 11
against the Colonials.

Both teams took small leads in
the first half until a Barry Stanton
tap-in gave the Bears a 34-31

Whitney then exploded for 30
points and Bullock flipped in 20 as
the Bears defeated Angers 96-81.
Mitchell had 18. These teams
Potsdam played were French Na-
tional teams, and many of the
players were 30 years old with 10
years of International experience.
