Niagara Mohawk officials report
that low temperatures coupled with
general economic improvement in
upstate New York are the principal
reasons for the record demand.

Niagara Mohawk is a "whiter-
time" peak load utility, in contrast
to the dpwnstate electric com-
panies which normally experience
peak power demands in the sum-
mer months when air conditioning
requirements are highest.

good Job at minimal cost to the tax-
payer. With a total of 50 employees,
PERB handles an enormous
caseload; its efforts effectively
help make the system work.

But what can be done to improve
on what most acknowledge is
already a good system? We at the
Board believe that the private sec- ,
tor's successful concept of the
labor-management committee can
be transplanted into the public sec-
tor. We at PERB are presently en-
couraging local government
leaders, including those in the
school districts, and the union of-
ficials who represent their
employees to consider establishing -
such committees. We are prepared
to assist if called upon.

The committee Is a creature of
the parties. It does not substitute
for collective bargaining, but can
be a useful adjunct. One helpful
purpose it serves is to establish an
on-going dialogue between the par-
ties — as opposed to face-to-face
talks that take place only at or near
contract expiration time.

Our hope is to promote this con-
cept and enlist the support of public
sector labor and management so
that the government sector will
have access to a helpful and effec-
tive tool in labor relations.
