The VA has recently announced a

reduction in the VA home loan in-
terest rate to 10V4 percent, the
lowest rate in several years. A cor-
responding reduction has been
made in rates on mobile homes.

As a rule of thumb, most finan-
cial institutions recommend
refinancing a home loan when a
rate at least two percentage points
lower than the present loan is
available. Every case is decided on
its own merits, of course, but a
reduction in the loan rate can save
a borrower thousands of dollars
over the lifetime of the loan.

To obtain a VA loan, veterans
must obtain a Certificate of
Eligibility from the VA, which is
usually provided within three
weeks of application. We have
forms available and will assist you
in obtaining the certificate. Even if
you are not interested in financing
or refinancing at this time, the cer-
tificate is good indefinitely and
there is no time limit on VA home
loans. V

With certificate in hand, the bor-

rower must then find his own
source of financing. At the present
time, Saranac Lake Federal Sav-
ings and Loan is the closest lender
to this area. Prospective borrowers
should call 518-891-2323 for an ap-
pointment.

The rules concerning refinancing
are basically the same as for an
original loan, with one added pro-
viso. The amount to be refinanced
cannot exceed the balance of the
loan (you cannot borrow any ex-
•cess cash). If you succeed In im-
proving your rate,, however, you
will realize some financial benefit
through the reduced payment.

It must be emphasized that the
VA neither loans money nor finds a
lender for you. The VA is simply
guaranteeing a portion of the loan
to the lender, reducing the lender's
risk and resulting in a more
favorable interest rate.

Quarry Will Be Put Up For Bid

NORFOLK — The Norfolk Town
Board will put an abandoned stone
quarry on the Adams Road up for
bid, following action taken by the
board last Monday night.'

A proposal by Thomas Orologio
of Norfolk to turn the abandoned
quarry into a private fish farm
sparked the decision.

The feasibility of Orologio's plan
was questioned by Joseph Bregg,
who is also a member of the St.
Lawrence County Fish Advisory
Board.

"It is not financially possible for
a variety of reasons, ' he said.
Bregg said there is no nurture zone
in a stone quarry for the young fish
to develop. There is no forage base
for the fish to feed in, so they would
have to be entirely gram-fed.

Bregg also questioned whether
Orologlo could remove all the fish
from the quarry without the use of
poison. Any mature fish left hi the
quarry after harvest would eat the
new young fish, Orologio said.

Orologio said there is no place in
a quarry for fish to breed.

"He must have an ulterior
motive for purchasing that piece of
property," Bregg said.

Board member William Todd

said, "You've made some good
points, but it seems to me that
they're his problem, not ours."

After the meeting, Orologio
responded to Bregg's criticism. He
said he would not poison the water
at any time to remove fish. The
quarry has a flat bottom and
smooth sides which makes it possi-
ble to remove all the fish with a
purse net, he said.

Orologio said he would construct
ponds for the fish to grow to young
adult size, avoiding the problems of
predation hi the quarry. He will ar-
tificially incubate his eggs, which
results in a much higher success
rate than spawning.

Orologio said the farm he bought
across from the quarry would also
be used to grow food for the fish.

"I don't want to waste my dollars
and time exploring something
that's not feasible," he said.

Bids must include a statement of
purpose for use of the land and
must be submitted by 4 p.m. Jan.
21, according to town Supervisor
Richard Merchant. The purpose
must benefit employment or the
economic development of Norfolk,
and cannot be made solely for
speculative reasons. '
