BLUE MOUNTAIN LAKE — The
Adirondack* In northeastern New
York have attracted landscape
photographers for over a century.
The combination of mountains,
lakes, rivers, and forest cover*
l a r g e r in e x t e n t t h a n
Massachusetts, make the region
nearly unique in scenic and en-
vironmental values.

Much has been written about peo-
ple in the Adirondacks, both those
who made livings and raised
families there, as well as those who
came as visitors and vacationers.
Surprisingly, few photographers
with reputations for portrayals of
people have chosen the Adiron-
dacks as a place for their work.

The Adirondack Museum is in-
terested in commissioning a
photographer to do a social portrait
of the Adirondacks. We envisage
the end result to be perhaps ISO
black-and-white 8 x 10's from which
approximately-40 to 50 would be
selected and enlarged to 11 x 14 for
exhibition in one of the Museum's
galleries for one or two seasons.
