1965: The Year in Sports. Today's column deals with the local and na-
tional collegiate scene.

1985 was a banner year for sports at the college level, both here in
the North Country, and around the nation.

Without a doubt, the biggest sports news of 1985 in Potsdam was the
phenomenal season enjoyed by Coach Jerry Welsh and his amazing
band of basketball players.

Coming within an eyelash of another NCAA Division III title, the
Bears lost to North Park 72-71 in the championship game, which was
taped and aired later by ESPN.

Potsdam finished 28-4 on the year, winning their sixth East
Regional title in the last seven years and their ninth SUNYAC East ti-
tle in the last 10 years.

For two weeks, Potsdam was the nation's top-ranked Division III
club. Its coach, Welsh, raised his unbelievable career record to 335-
118 In 16 years at Potsdam.

Beginning where they left off last year, the 1985-86 Bears roared
out to an impressive 9-0 start and early in 1986, are 14-0 and the top-
ranked team in Division III. The Bears were even the subject of a
short skit on the David Letterman Show.

Welsh needs one more win for his 350th college victory and five for
the magical 500-win milestone for his whole coaching career.

Potsdam received their first two hockey All-Americans in 1985 as
Brian Bell and Dave Palmisano were honored first and second team,
respectively. Bell became the college's all-time leading scorer.
Goalie Stephan Laperriere earned the Molnar SUNYAC Scholar-
Athlete of the Year award for his perfect 4.0 grade point average and
his league all-star goaltending performance.

Two wrestlers, Mike Price and Terry Bernat, were added to Coach
Neil Johnson's lengthy list of wrestling AU-Americans and five swim-
mers were placed on the Ail-American list. The women swimmers
finished with a 10-1 record and placed second in the SUNYAC Cham

The Biggest impact news item at Potsdam College last winter was
the announcement that the women's ice hockey team, which gained
considerable national notoriety three years ago, was dropped
because of a lack of interest.

In the spring, Jim Berkman's lacrosse squad enjoyed their finest
year ever, finishing 9-5. Joe Schoener, an attackman, was named All-
America for the second year in a row. Schoener scored 84 points in 14
games and was one of the nation's leading scorers.

Clarkson Sports Accomplishments
When writing about Clarkson sports, hockey is always the first

thins mentioned. 1985 didn't change that line of reasoning much at
all. The Knight leers once again earned a trip to the ECAC playoffs.
They lost a 2-1 heartbreaker to Harvard in the semi-finals, then drop-
ped the consolation to Cornell 5-3. But, Clarkson finished with a
sparkling 21-10-3 overall mark.

Dave Fretz, Clarkson's diminutive defenseman, was named a
Titan All-America, and was a COSIDA Academic Ail-American for
his fine work in the classroom and on the Ice.

So far in this 1985-86 season, the Knights are well on their way to
another ECAC Playoff appearance. The leaders this year for the
Knights are Charlie Meitner, Mike Harvey, and goalie Jamie Falle,
one of the best In the business.

The women's basketball team finished 12-6 last winter, their best
mark ever.

The ski team, under the guidance of Marilyn Johnson, enjoyed teir
finest season ever with a trip to the nationals.

In lacrosse, sophomore Dan Panas scored 67 points, a school
record as the Knights ended the year at 5-9. Dan Gasbarre, another
high-scoring sophomore, performed his record-breaking on the soc-
cer field last fall. Gasbarre, and All-ICAC pick, broke the Clarkson
single season scoring mark with a dominating performance.

National Collegiate Scene
In a quick wrap-up of a rather messy national college picture,

these were the biggest noisemakers in 1985:
Villanova's inspiring underdog win over powerful Georgetown in

the NCAA Division I basketball championships.
The RPI hockey team which won the NCAA Division I hockey ti-

tle over a tough Providence outfit. The Engineers sent seven players
to the NHL ranks, four of whom still had college eligibility.

Finally, the real attention-grabbers pertained to actions in the
court room as Tulane's basketball program collasped around a point-
shaving scandal involving some of their top players. There were also
scandals of one sort or another at Memphis State, TCU, Kentucky,
Houston, LSU, and others. The NCAA brass In investigating policies
to end the prostitution of the college athletic way of life, which has
been tarnished by greedy alumni boosters dubs and player agents.
