Four BidsOn Quarry Property

NORFOLK — Four bids were
made to purchase the former
Tecon quarry on the Adams Road,
now owned by the town of Norfolk,
at a meeting of the town board
Monday night.

The bids ranged from a low of
$2,500 to a high of of $12,017 for the
72-acre site.

Proposed uses for the site were
as arecreational area, a fish farm,
and a diver training site.

Craig P. Alford and Matthew A,
King, both of Norfolk, submitted
the high bid. offering $12,017 to turn
the stone quarry into a recreational
area for swimming, fishing, and
picnicking on a membership and
admission fee basis

The quarry’s appeal as a swimm-
ing area would draw area tourists
and benefit local businesses, ac-
cording to their bid.

David R. Jackman, owner of the
St. Lawrence Diving Shop, would
like to use the quarry to train scuba
divers. He bid $5,000 cash.

Mr. Jackman said he has trained
50-60 divers a year for the past ten
years in this quarry, for St.
Lawrence Underwater Recovery
Teams and people interested in
scuba diving as a sport.

Jackman said the quarry’s clear
water, shallow depth, and protec-
tion from the wind and waves,
makes it an ideal diver training
facility.

Although Jackman realizes this
will not benefit Norfolk directly, he
states in his bid, he believes the
benefit to the county justifies his

Thomas A. Orologio bid $12,000
for the quarry to use it as a fish
farm. He enclosed a check for $600,
or 5 percent of the total bid, made
out to the town of Norfolk.

Orologio discussed his proposal
with the town board Dec. 31, 1985.

Orologio plans to stock the
quarry with fish hatched and rais-
ed to fingerling size in a facility
constructed near the quarry. He
also would like to construct a pro-
cessing plant. .

His proposal includes a tentative
timetable to begin stocking the
quarry in three years.

The low bid, $2,500, made by
Fred Lavigne and Fred Haggett,
did not meet the town's re-
qurements for che de Badden
waere regiived o state ihe purposs
of their offer, and how thal use
would benefit the economic
development of the town of Nor-
folk.

The appraised value of the pro-
perty is $14,000, according to an
assessment made by George C.
Fox, of Fox Associatesin Canton.

It's estimated market value is
$600 per acre, or $14,224, according
to Fox’s appraisal, dated Jan. 13,
1985.

“The highest and best use is
recreational,”” Fox writes in his ap-
praisal, “although there are other
potential uses such as fish hatchery
or farm, also, there is still the
possibilty of reopening the quarry
although I question the economics
of this under present conditions.”’

The board will meet with the bid-
ders " Wednesday at 6 p.m. to
discuss the feasibility of their pro-
posals. A final decision on the pro-

.perty will be made at Monday's

regular board meeting.

Cottage, Beal Street Parking Changed

After changing the wording of a
law regulating parking on Cottage
and Beal streets, Potsdam village
trustees tabled the measure for
consideration at their next
meeting, Feb. 3.

According to law, after changing
the wording on proposed legisla-
tion, the village board must wait at
!{:ast 10 days before it can vote on
it.

The proposed law would
eliminate parking on the east side
of Beal Street from the Potsdam
Laundry driveway to the intersec-
tion with Waverly and Broad
streets.

Also prohibited would be parking
on the south side of Cottage street

from the fire hydrant in front of 19 -

Cottage to the intersection with.
Leroy Street.

The proposed local law was
changed from prohibiting parking
on that side of Cottage Street star-
ting from the point opposite the
Potsdam Nursing Home Driveway.

The prohibted section was ex-
