MASSENA - A site for a propos-

ed St. Lawrence County freshwater
aquarium has been narrowed from
eight to three possible locations,
according to a member of the com-
mittee studying the feasibility of
theproject.

Those sites are Barnhart Island
in Massena, Lighthouse Point in
Odgensburg and St. Regis Pulp
Dock in Waddington, according to
Kathy Sukanek, chairwoman of the
Aquarium and Education Center
Feasibility Study Steering Commit-
tee.

The project is being investigated
by officials with Potsdam College,
the county Chamber of Commerce
and local governments. Potsdam
College has provided considerable
funding for the project, and the
commun i t ies of Massena ,

Ogdensourg and Waddington each
chipped in 15,000 for the feasibility
study. Adirondack North Country
Association awarded the group a
$15,000 project grant.

Sukanek said biological condi-
tions, topography and engineering
considerations were among the
criteria used to narrow the propos-
ed site to three possible locations.

"A preferred site has not been
identified due to the lack of comple-
tion of a market analysis,"
Sukanek said. "Proposals to under-

* take this analysis are pending."
"Upon completion of the analysis

a determination can be made of the
feasibility of the aquarium and
education center concept," she
said. "If it is found feasible a
preferred site will be Identified."

The proposed freshwater
aquarium would show represen-

tative marine life of the St.
Lawrence River basin. It would
display freshwater fish, local am-
phibians, reptiles, birds, and ex-
hibits of marsh and plant life. A
history of the area also might be
displayed and recreational
facilities might be added.

It is hoped that the aquarium
would serve as a tourist attraction,
as well as an education center.

The feasibility committee hopes
a single preferred site will be
recommended within three or four
months.

"Once we've made our recom-
mendation, then it would be up to
the community to take it from
there," Sukanek said. "At that
point our task would end. We would
make recommendations on how the
community might want to pro-
ceed."
