Panel Rules Ncr'Imminent Danger

ALBANY. — A state medical
panel is recommending that Dr.
Meguerdich Kouyoumdjian's
medical practice is not an "immi-
nent danger" to his patients and
that his license should not be
suspended on those grounds.

The panel ruled that the New
York State Health Commissioner's
order suspending the doctor's
license during the investigation of
his practice "should be vacated."

"The panel ruled that there is no
imminent d a n g e r " in Dr.
Kouyoumdjian's practice, said
Faith Schottenfeld, a spokesperson
for the State Health Department.

The doctor's license is still
suspended, however; pending the
Commissioner's decision on the
panel's recommendation, said
Schottenfeld.

"He (the Commissioner) has the
final say," she added.

The panel's ruling on imminent
danger is completely separate
from its final ruling on Dr.
Kouyoumdjian's practice.

Separate from the "imminent
danger" issue are charges involv-
ing 10 separate counts of perform-

Dr. Koyoumdjian had his license
to practice in New York suspended
Nov. 7,1986 by State Commissioner

Happens Rarely
At that time Dr. Axelrod said in

part that "the committee on profes-
sional conduct of the State Board of
Professional Medical Conduct has

. determined that the medical prac-
tice of Dr. Meguerdiqh Kouyoumd-
jian constitutes an iminent danger
to the health of the people of the
State of New York..."

About the panel's making a
recommendation opposite to the
Commissioner's, Schottenfeld said,
"it's a trick situation. This kind of
situation happens very rarely."
