The accolade is presented each

year to a Clarkson alumni hockey
player or manager who has'
demonstrated outstanding profes-
sional achievement, worked
unselfishly to better his or her com-
munity and rendered loyal service
toClarkson.

While, attending Carleton Place
High School in Ontario, Brown was
an outstanding young athlete who
played five different sports.

This enthusiasm continued at
Clarkson where Brown spent his
time playing on its award winning
hockey team, worked as the sports
editor for the college newspaper
and was elected vice president of
the Varsity C Club. He also found
time to complete his B.S. degree in
mechanical engineering.

Following graduation, Brown
spent the next 20 years in a variety
of positions including working as
chief engineer in pulp mills, as an
executive of machinery companies
and then as a private consultant.

In 1973 he embarked on, an en-
trepreneurial venture that evolved
into Stake Technology Limited, a
biotechnology process company
that went public in 1981 and has
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Umiled, an environmental impact
study group selected to investigate
pollution problems caused by
forest * products. In another
business, he is the co-founder and*
chairman of Panel Vision Inc., a
manufacturer of motion displays
for advertising markets.

All of Brown's successes were
recognized in 1982 when the
Clarkson University chapter of Tau
Beta Pi, the national engineering
honorary inducted him as an Emi-
nent Engineer.

Though his businesses keep him
traveling all over the world, Brown
still finds time to be active in his
church and to raise funds for
children's medical problems by
playing the trumpet in a 16-piece
big band revival group that enter-
tains at charity dances in Canada.

The Clarkson graduate is an avid
supporter of his alma mater. A
member of the Roundtable, the
university's premier • giving club,
he was instrumental in organizing
the Clarkson Club of the Ottawa
Valley and serves as its current
president.

Briggs-Blames Swiniiiiing Pool In
BXf lMREAjG,

PIERREPONT - William
Briggs, the code enforcement of-
ficer of the town of Pierrepont,
believes town officials chose not to
reappoint him to his position
because he dared to ask the town
supervisor and town justice to
fence in their swimming pools.

"I stepped on a few toes, "Briggs
said Saturday. "If you don't go
along with the town supervisor in
this town, you're in trouble."

"I was just trying to do my job,"
he says. "I have to enforce the law
the same for everybody." .

But if you want to keep your job,
he says, you have to leave Pierre-
pont Town Supervisor William
Ford and Town Justice Michael
Jackson alone.

For1 two years, Briggs says, he
has held the position of Code En-
forcement officer in this rural town
south.of Canton. In that post, he's
required to enforce the sometimes
unpopular • New York State
Uniform Fire and Building Code.

The state' has mandated town
governments to enforce thelaw.

WhenBriggs first topk the job, he
' says, lie and Supervisor Ford en-
joyed a good working relationship.

But then he received a complaint
from Colton's enforcement officer'
who told him Cotton residents were
complaining that Pierrepont
residents were not obeying a law
requiring that^wimming pools be

• fenced in to keep children out.
Briggs says he learned that two

of the prime offenders were his
boss, the town supervisor, and the
town justice, also a prominent per-

son in theiown.
At first, Briggs says, he assumed

that they would follow, the law
without any problems. But after he
notified them of the requirement,
he was "told I couldn't do this," by
the supervisor.

"It took a year and a half to get
them to fence in their pools," he
says.

When the town board held its
reorganizational meeting, a motion
to reappoint him failed on a two to
two vote. Supervisor Ford abstain-
ed from the vote. The town board
agreed to keep Briggs on for 30
days until they have a chance to
meet with him Jan. 21,

Council member Dahl McCor-
mick refused to discuss the vote or
even how he personally voted. .

"I do know how I voted but I'm
not going to tell you," he said,
referring all questions to Ford.
"People itfPlerrepont can call me
and ask me how I voted."

,- Council member John Mclntosh
said he and McCormlck voted
against Briggs' reappointment.

- Mclntosh says Ford purposely
declined to vote on the reappoint-
ment because the town supervisor
believed people would accuse him

-of "holding a grudge" against
Briggs over the swimming pool
matter.

Mclntosh says, he voted to hire
sgmeone new because he wasn't
satisfied with Briggs' performance
and he had received complaints
from his constituents.

Briggs says he has no doubt that
the swimming pool controversy
was the main reason he was not
reappointed. , B

Since the controversy began,
Briggs says, he has received

.widespread support from the
town's'zoning and planning board,
the state code enforcement of-
ficials, and the St. Lawrence Coun-

. ty Code Enforcement Officials
Association.

Herbert Crump, the president of
the county association, is urging
Pierrepont town residents to go to
the next meeting of the town board
to show their support for Briggs.

"I'm urging people to go to the
next meeting," Briggs said. "I got
word from the town board to be
there early. I think they want to
handle this when no one's around."

But Briggs says he wants the.
town board to discuss the question
during an open meeting where
citizens can judge for themselves
about who is right.

Briggs says that under the state's
Freedom of Information Law
citizens have the right to attend
meetings. Briggs says he doesn't
believe that the town board should
be'able to discuss his case behind
closed doors as a "personnel mat-
ter" when he is quite willing to
have it discussed publicly.

"I don't have anything to hide,"
...he says. "I handled 132 building
permits in the past two years. I
think if you talked to those people,
they'd tell you they didn't have any

Briggs says that after 32 years of

construction work, he took the job
because he believed he would be
helping people by insuring that
their homes and buildings included
safety features required by state

As part of the job, he's attended

72 hours of training. He needs 48
more hours of training to finish his
state certification.

"The Planning Board is shock-
ed," Briggs said. "They're sup-
porting me."

Briggs says some town council
members have already found so-
meone to replace him, .but that per-
son already has, a full-tiirte job and
would not be able to work during
the days. . -

That would inconvenience some
contractors who have to wait for
approvals before they can perform
some work.

Briggs says he also ran into trou-
ble on another swimming pool.

A town resident who had put in a
pool had not put up a fence. When
Briggs informed him of the regula-
tion, the man said he had just been
laid off from General Motors.

Briggs told the man that he could
hold off installing the fence as long
as it was done by spring.

"They're trying to hang me with
that," Briggs says. "They say I'm
not enforcing the law for.
everybody. I figured it took a year
and a half to get the supervisor to
do it, so it was reasonable to give
the guy some time."

Briggs says that he'll probably
end up losing his job. But he
predicts that if he does, other apde
enforcement officials will be wary
about stepping on any powerful of-
ficials' toes.

Town Supervisor Ford was
unavailable for comment Saturday
Respite repeated calls to his home.
