NORWOOD — Many area teens
hang out in video game arcades.
And often, their parents don't like,
it.

Parents may express concerns —
not always justified — that some
game arcades are poorly supervis-

These things aren't allowed at
the Re-Creation Center, corner of
Main Street and Bernard Avenue in
Norwood, a game center and hang-
out for teens sponsored by Koinonia
Church in Potsdam.

According to director Mike
Delaney, smoking and swearing
aren't allowed at the Re-Creation
Center.

Although the entire staff is made
up of born-again Christians,
Delaney said teens who go there
don't hear a religious message
unless they want to.

"We're not here to convert or

thump a Bible over their heads,"
Delaney said, "but we will answer
their questions with biblical
truths."

Former Addicts,
Alcoholics

Most of the staff members are
either former drug addicts or
alcoholics, Delaney said, and try to
keep the teens they meet at the

were. "They've got to have an in-
terest in reaching out and helping
the kids," he said.

"I was a former drug addict for
19 years and I don't want to see
them (teens) end up like I did,"
Delaney said.

Delaney said he moved from
Syracuse last year. For about nine
years he had been involved in the
Teen Challenge rehabilitation pro-
gram, first as a participant and
then for five years as a counselor.

Ads And Gender: Have
We 'Come A Long Way*?

CANTON — "Don't worry dear," big hubby says in a low voice to

little dizzy wife. "I'll take care of it."
Cut to the little woman. She's smiling adoringly up at him, secure

in the knowledge that The Mister will take care of everything. Fade
out.

Not a real commercial,-maybe. But a lot like many that Eve W.
Stoddard will be showing her class at St. Lawrence University during
"Winterterm" session.

"Winterterm" is SLU's name for its annual short, unconventional
course session between the fall and spring semesters.

The controversial Winterterm sessions will be around for one more
year; after next school year it will be phased out as St. Lawrence also
toughens its graduation requirements. -.

Some of this year's more antic courses look at science fiction films
("Invaders From Brainstorm" is the class name), rock and roll ("a
rigorous analytical survey" of the music, according to the course
description), and things like UFO's and the Bermuda Triangle.
Others, however, take serious notice of the environment and the
North Country, and the Arab-israeli Dispute.

"Women are constantly being bombarded in advertising with the
image that they're inadequate," said Stoddard. "That kind of thing is
still going on."

Her class, "Mass Media and Gender," is looking at the ways print
and electronic media "shape the public's attitudes and values,"
creating expectations in both men and women.

Newspapers will get the once-over during the course, she said, but
the focus is primarily on advertising.

Most of the studies of advertisements are from the mid-70's, she
said. ,.

"At that point it was clear that women were being portrayed in a
subordinate, traditional role.

"They're usually shown," she said, "as smaller than the man,
passive. The woman is shown as gazing at the man, while the man
looks away from her.

"It reinforces the image of woman as diminutive and passive,"
Stoddard added.

While the studies examined are from the 1970's, she said, "that
kind of thing is still going on.

"Magazines like Cosmpolitan, Mademoiselle, and Vogue are still
portraying women these ways."

Advertisers are now aware of the objections of feminists, she said,
but "even when advertising portrays women in a professional
capacity, something will undercut that."

Some ad campaigns — like "You've Come A Long Way, Baby" —
even "co-opt slogans from the women's movement. They're just in-
terested in selling a product."

But "most troubling," she said, are advertisements with hints of
child pornography, and ads portraying women "tied up, chained up,
or being dressed to look like children.

"Many of the messages are ambiguous," she said.
Television programs will also get the once-over from the class.
"A lot of shows you would think are positive to women, like 'Kate

And Allie,' really aren't," she said. "The two of them sort of fall into
the role of man and wife, in which one goes out to work and is level-
headed, while the other is the dingy housewife. It may just be re-
forming the old stereotypes in a new way."

And some of the most popular shows have the most negative por-
trayals of women, she said: shows like "Miami Vice," "Cheers," and
"Hill Street Blues."

"Cagney and Lacey (a police show featuring two women as detec-
tives) is fairly positive," she said. "It doesn't idealize women, but
shows them as real."

During one day of the course, Stoddard said, the students will be
looking at newspapers: everything from local ones to the New York
Times and the Wall Street Journal.

"They'll be seeing how many stories about women are in promi-
nent places" in the newspapers, she said, "and how many are
relegated to a place in the back of the paper." The class will also be
looking to see how "lifestyles" sections approach women and their
concerns.

A brief survey of films is also on the agenda. A movie from each
decade will be checked out, and Stoddard believes it will show that
the 1950's were the years of worst offenses.

"Some of the worst stereotyping took place then," she said, "the
Doris Day films for example.'1

The 1930s, however, were another matter. Films with Bette Davis,
Joan Crawford, and Katherine Hepburn portrayed "career women
who tended to be single. The idea then was that women could be
strong."

In general, said Stoddard, the course will look at "to what degree
are men and women being limited to the choices the media barrages
them with."

After a short while, Delaney said

he realized he couldn't run the
center on his own, so he enlisted the
sponsorship of Koinonia Church,
—A though—sponsored by one
church, the center welcomes staff
and teens from all denominations.

"Koinonia happens to be the
backbone of this," Delaney said,
"but we have other churches in-
volved."

Funding for the center comes
mostly from income from vthe
games, but also from donations and

tithes to local churches.
Staff, he said, receives no pay.
About half of the clientele are

Christian youths. The other half,
Delaney said, are teens at the op-
posite end of the spectrum who
seem to be in trouble a lot.

Most of the youths come from
Potsdam, Norwood and Norfolk,
Delaney said. "The locals," he

—said, those from Norwood, "hang
out here. This is their place."

The non-Christian teens, he said,
watch the born-again staff very
carefully to see .'.'if our talk mat-
ches our walk" and they live up to
the standards they uphold.

"They've got to be above
reproach themselves to be on
staff," Delaney said.

policy decisions for both the Social

The CASA program will allow
county residents to call one phone
number to get information on the
home care services provided by the
county and private home care pro-
viders.

Using a screening sheet, a county
worker will collect information
about an elderly or disabled person
and "send them to the right agen-
cy," Serafhvsaid.

Someone who is looking for In-
formation on how to care for an
elderly parent, for instance, would
need to make only one phone call to
get a recommendation of which
agency' they should deal with
rather than calling the various
agencies that provide home care or
nursing home services.

The CASA program is designed
to give county residents informa-
tion on home care services so that
they can learn whether an elderly
or disabled person can be cared for
at home using nursing and personal
care services. The state Is en-
couraging counties to form CASA's
to encourage people to stay a t '
home rather than at hospitals or
nursing homes.

Serafin said the county Is now ap-
plying for a state grant that could
give the county up to $50,000 to off-
set the costs of the CASA program.
